Asking if chain link fences on the front property needs to have a variance.

Mr. Bernard presented his case to the commission. 

Motion made by Commissioner Mallette, seconded by Commissioner Walker to grant the variance with the condition that the hedges even with the top of the fence, four feet and properly distanced from the property line.  The motion carried 3 to 2 on roll call with Commissioner Anderson and Vice Mayor Morris dissenting.
 
B.      Lorie and Charles McDonald – 
11530 NE 7 Ave

Variance Request: Install 6’ high PVC fence on property line around pool on a corner lot

 

Residents were not present and sent Jessica Correa 1685 NE 119 street on their behalf. 

Ms. Correa presented the case to the commission. 

Motion by Commission Anderson with either wood or PVC 6 foot to be where the four foot chain fence is presently. Commissioner Mallette seconds the motion.  The motion carried 3 to 2 on roll call with Commissioner Walker and Vice Mayor Morris dissenting.
C.      Tracy Truppman – 791 NE 116 St

Variance Request: Install 6’ high chain link fence on property line on a corner

A motion to amend the motion was made by Commissioner Anderson, seconded by Vice Mayor Morris, Commissioner Mallette dissented on the amendment.

Vote on the motion as amended was carried by unanimous vote and would be as follows; a 5 foot fence starting even with the front of the house all the way around and on the eastside which is to the rear will go to the back of the house. 

Mayor Hornbuckle stated that a workshop will be formed in order to address the issue  of introducing other variances for the placement of six-foot fences on properties. 

Attorney Hearn suggested to defer on the variances until the commission appoints the new members to the Planning and Zoning board as of now all permits are on hold due to the absent members of the board.
 

D.      Discussion of sanitation fee for FY 2006-2007 – Vice-Mayor Morris

 

Due to the large investment needed regarding this issue it will be open for public comment at a future date when voting on the budget.

 

E.       Discussion of construction of municipal complex with GOB funding – Vice Mayor Morris 
Vice Mayor Morris has three proposals as follows;

1) In the layout of the municipal complex would be to involve the staff and get their input as to what they need to facilitate their jobs. 

2) Have the finance department get additional funding for the cost of the building in a certain amount of time and borrow the rest for any differences. 

3) Turn the project over to Public Works and get them started on it. 

Mayor Hornbuckle commented that this would be a perfect project for the new city manager. 
F.       Discussion of sidewalks and drainage project – Vice-Mayor Morris
Motion by Vice Mayor Morris to approve the change order, seconded by Commissioner Walker,  approved by voice 5/0.

G.      Discussion of safety concerns with Dog Park designation – Public Works Director Joe Fisher

As a follow up on Attorney Hearn’s report on the recommendation of Risk Management, Mr. Fisher will be visiting two other parks in the coming weeks to see how they are doing. Commissioner Walker has concerns about the policing of the park and  a suggestion was made to follow up on how the maintenance of the park is doing in six months. 

Forward all issues to the dog park committee. 
H.      Status of advertising for a Village Manager – Mayor Hornbuckle
Commissioners will be interviewing candidates in half hour increments next week.

b. Vice-Mayor/Public Works Commissioner
Vice Mayor Morris mentioned that past due notices for sanitation fees were sent out and the department collected $3000.00 out of $28000.00 owed. 
The Vice Mayor also mentioned that the inventorying of trees has begun and wanted to apologize for any inconvenience.
He also noted that North Miami will be supplying water for sprinklers that will be installed on 8th and 10th avenues down 113th street. This was discussed with Public Works and the new recycling program will begin as of July 13th flyers will send out and should have gotten the new bins by now. 

 

Vice Mayor Morris mentioned that he has heard a lot about North Dade Medical Foundation. The Vice Mayor stated that he does not want to be associated with the former commission. Also, he is not present when any discussion of the grant is brought up at the Foundation meetings. The Vice Mayor does not want to be included in the group that lost the grant.

 

Vice Mayor Morris thanked the workers of the Public Works Department.

Commission Anderson reported on traffic citations that totaled 284.  He added that 18 arrests were made and spoke about the sting task force of firearm violations along with the surrounding cities. He noted that 2 voluntary officers are on this unit. In the month of June and July, many drug arrests and bench warrants have been made.

Sgt. Albert became certified to install infant and children car seats. Residents can call and have assistance with the installation of their children’s car seats.

Commissioner Walker reported that they are midway through five weeks of summer camp and will start fixing up and painting the facility for the new year.  Worked on disaster drills with the Chief of Police and emergency management.
