OLD BUSINESS

A. Approval of minutes. This item was deferred to the next regular meeting. 

B. Status of Recreation Center Planters and landscape plan. Mr. Keys has not finished the written plan for landscaping the front of the Rec. Center (which will follow the ideas and plant materials agreed upon by the full Board in a previous meeting). Mr. Cooper stated that the Ferns he planted in the large planter at the Rec. Center are sprouting and doing well. Plans for materials to be used in the other planters at the Rec. Center were reviewed and Mr. Pratt was provided with the list.
C. Status of  DERM Tree removal permit. Ms. Kuhl is still working on the photos for this. 
D. Report on status of NE 6th Avenue FDOT Stimulus Project. Mr. Spence announced that this project was approved and is moving forward. Mr. Keys presented information he gathered from talking to an engineer in charge of this FDOT project. Mr. Keys stated that the landscape plan will come back before this board before it is approved. He also stated that he was told the irrigation system will be as FDOT originally wanted it to their standards (not the leaky pipe system).  There was a discussion by all board members and with Commissioner Bernard’s input regarding the potential species of tree to be purchased for the Rec. Center from the volunteer money raised for this purpose. Mr. Spence will ask FDOT is they will pay to move the Strangler Fig on 6th Ave. to the Rec. Center. After this information is obtained, a decision will be made by this board as to a recommended tree for the Rec. Center.
E. Report on status of Recreation Center Pavilion. Mr. Spence reported project will be completed by July 18 for Summer Fest.  
F. Report on pending grant applications. Mr. Spence announced $9,600 for a Lift was approved from the Urban Forestry Grant application. AAD Shade Grant announcement has been delayed per Ms.Ansley.
