 A.  Discussion of Entrance Sign – Commissioners Morris and Walker
Commissioner  Morris suggested turning the project over to the Village Manager.

Commissioner Walker spoke about the old neon sign and asked the Manager to bring back suggestions.

Mayor Hornbuckle said the present sign is temporary  and agreed that the Manager should handle the project.

NEW BUSINESS – Tab #8

A. Consideration of rescheduling the January 2, 2007 regular meeting to January 9, 2007
Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, seconded by Commissioner Mallette, to reschedule the first meeting in January to January 9, 2007.  The motion passed by voice vote, 5/0.

B.  Request approval to obtain equipment to accept credit card payments   

       for Village services
Mr. Spence reviewed his memo in the backup material and recommended the purchase of equipment necessary to accept credit card payments.
Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, seconded by Vice-Mayor Morris, to approve the purchase as outlined in the memo by the Village Manager.  The motion passed by voice vote, 5/0.+
C. Discussion of Legislative Agenda for 2007
Mr. Spence said the deadline is approaching for determining which issues to pursue and asked the Commission for their thoughts.

Vice-Mayor Mallette said the Village should ask for two or three things, and one should be a capital request.

Commissioner Morris recommended the following projects:  municipal building, public works building, trees, sound barrier along the track, speed bumps, and new signs.

Vice-Mayor Mallette said she does not think signs or speed bumps are feasible as requests for funding and recommended the Commissioners consider requesting funds for stormwater drainage projects.

Commissioner Walker said the Village needs a “hardened” building, a shelter, and other things related to hurricane protection.

David Caserta, lobbyist for the Village, and Karen Stanley, his associate, addressed the Commission regarding preparation of a list of projects.  
The Commission agreed to consider this item again at a future meeting.
D. Consideration of a change Order in the amount of $12,000.00 to TRW to install sidewalk along NE 115th St. (Recreation Center Property) funded out of the Road Fund
Mr. Spence referred to the memo in the backup and requested approval of this change order to install sidewalks which are ADA compliant on NE 115th Street.   As part of the Stormwater project, sidewalks were included on three sides of the Recreation grounds.  There will not be any Stormwater installations along NE 115th Street, so sidewalks will have to be paid for from the Road Fund.  Since the contractor is already working in this area, the installation will cost less than if he had to return at a later date.

Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, seconded by Commissioner Morris, to approve the change order.  The motion passed by voice vote, 5/0.

REPORTS

A.  Committee Reports
1.  Dog Park


Chair, John Ise
Mr. Ise spoke about preparing the site and commented that infill was being provided by Public Works from the Stormwater project.    Issues related to the project are fencing and landscaping, and the insurance issue must also be considered.  He stated that a bank account has been opened, and deposits must be made within thirty days.

2.  Median Review

Chair, Daniel Keys
Mr. Keys asked whether or not any funds had been budget for trees.  Finance Director Holly Hugdahl explained about the application for grant funds.  Discussion was held on this topic.
B. Village Attorney Comments
Attorney Hearn said the EAR (Evaluation and Appraisal Report) which amends the Comprehensive Plan will be forwarded to the DCA (Department of Community Affairs)  to let them know we will be moving forward to make provisions for a Village Hall.  He also stated he will be bringing documents to the Commission which relate to establishing a “foundation.”
C. Village Manager Comments
Mr. Spence referred to the financial statements on the Consent Agenda and said the Village ended the fiscal year “in the black” and each department came in under budget.  Revenues exceeded expenditures, and it was not necessary to take funds from reserve accounts.

D. Commission Comments

Commissioner Anderson spoke about residents who place their trash outside on days when there is no scheduled pickup.  Mr. Spence said Staff is working on a schedule of fees which will be charged when special pickups are made.  Commissioner Anderson asked about vehicle purchases, and Mr. Spence said he would bring a financial package for lease-purchasing vehicles to the Commission.
Commissioner Morris complimented Public Works Department for maintenance of the medians and resident Steve Bernard for his efforts on getting residents to vote.

Commissioner Walker also complimented Steve Bernard and spoke about the NIMS program.

Mayor Hornbuckle expressed his concern about increased crime activity in the Village and asked residents to contact the Police Department if they observe suspicious actions.
