A. Committee Reports

1. 75" Anniversary Committee — Mayor Hornbuckle commented on the success of the
dinner dance at Miami Shores Country Club and thanked the companies and families who
purchased tables for guests.

2. Parks & Parkways Advisory Board — Dan Keys, Chairman, said the contractor has
installed trees throughout the Village. Discussion was held concerning trees interfering
with FP&L lines, inspection of trees by the Urban Forrester this week and sixty days from
now, and application to "DERM” for removal/relocation of existing trees.

Addendum requested by Commissioner Bernard: The Manager stated that
Public Works is under orders not to remove or transplant any trees until the
County Tree Removal Permit is obtained.

3. Recreation Advisory Board — Roxanna Ross, Chairman. In the absence of Mrs. Ross,
Mr. Spence read the report describing the Board’s recent activities and said residents can
continue to submit their completed surveys until Saturday, November 8™ when the Recreation
Advisory Board will sponsor a Town Hall meeting.
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B. Village Attorney Comments — Attorney Hearn said a lawsuit was filed about four years ago,
Robert Smeliie vs. Village, and he would like the Commission to authorize the League of Cities
to settle the claim for $5,000. The Commission agreed to authorize settlement. Attorney Hearn
also said the Union contracts with Public Works employees were settled with no substantive
changes.

2. Updates on various projects

a. Entry sign easement — meeting with Diocese — Attorney Hearn said that he
contacted attorneys with a title company and learned that the church property was platted in
1954. Since that time no other documents or agreements have been recorded.

b. Recreation Pavillion — Mr. Spence said he has submitted a reguest for a rollover of
the grant funds received to construct the pavillion and also to delete the requirement for
storage,

¢. Public Works Building —. He expects to place an ad for bids to construct in the Herald
and Sun Sentinel next week.

d. Recreation Building hardening Mr., Spence sald the Village's Structural Engineer has
major concerns about how the roof is attached to the building

e. IRS- 501(c) 3 Application — Mr. Spence said he is working with IRS to answer their
questions, and the deadline to respond is November 14™,

f. N.W. 6" Avenue Beautification Project — Mr. Spence said he and Commissioner
Mallette met with FDOT and she will report on the meeting.

Mr. Spence said he would like to recognize and thank Judi Harmelburg. Judi serves as a
paliworker, and she paid for the installation of paver bricks leading from the sidewalk to the
side door of the Recreation Center where voters enter on election days. The walkway was
installed by Public Works prior to the general election on November 4",

D. Commission Comments

1. Commissioner Anderson thanked everyone who helped with the Halloween event
at the Recreation Center. He also circulated photos of a property on N. £. 12 Avenue
which he says has a hazardous condition in the front yard, and he asked the Manager to
take action.

2. Commissioner Bernard

(a) said signs should be installed at Recreation stating “parties not permitted without a
permit” . Residents can no longer use the park because of others putting up tents
and playing loud music;
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Addendum requested by Commissioner Bernard: At the 8/5/08 Commission

Meeting, Attorney Hearn was to prepare the copy for the sign; Mr. Spence
stated that we need the sign,

(b) said there is no cold water at the outside water fountain, and the fountain should
be a “high-low" medel;

Addendum requested by Commissioner Bernard: There is still no cold water
at the outside water fountain, and the newly installed single fountain inside
should be a “high/low” model to meet the code. It was not installed with a
permit, and it was requested that Mr. Spence work up an estimate to correct.
Mr. Spence agreed to do so.

© said the CPTED study by Kimley-Horn recommended the use of stop-bars, but
Public Works has not painted them as yet and this should be a higher priority than
edging and garbage collection; Commissicner Mallette said she will call the County
to see if they will do the work;

4, PRESENTATIONS — Tab #4

A. Traffic Safety and Enforcement Solutions by American Traffic
Solutions and the Benefits of Red-light Cameras on Preventing
Traffic Crashes (Police Chief)

Chief Glansberg introduced Pete Cuccaro from American Traffic Solutions who conducted a power-
point presentation. He explained the process for selecting a location for the camera and displayed a
map showing cities throughout the U. S. which have or are in the process of installing these
cameras.

After the presentation, it was agreed that American Traffic Solutions would investigate whether or
not there is a need for camera installation at the traffic light at the junction of NE 6™ Avenue, NE
113th Street, and Griffing Boulevard.

Chief Glansberg said Captain Tony Sanchez would make a power-point presentation describing
recent arrests which resulted from a fraud investigation. The investigation, which was the result of
fraudulent checks being cashed on a Village bank account, resulted in uncovering a major crime
organization outside of the Village which involved forgery and grand theft.

B. Proclamation declaring Friday, April 24, 2009, as Arbor Day
Mayor Hornbuckle read the proclamation.

€. Presentation by Miami Fitness Connection to operate Summer
Camp Program

Shelly Erasmus, representing Miami Fitness Connection, presented a proposal to run the summer
camp program for the Village. She said the company has been in business for thirteen years, and
they conduct programs for Aventura. She described the programs they would offer in the Village
and said there would be one staff person for each ten children, and one supervisor for the camp.
The program would begin June 8" and conclude on August 21%,  They would like to have a
minimum of forty children, ages five through twelve, for the eleven-week program. She outlined the
requirements for being an employee of the company, the fees which would be charged, and the
manner of payments.

Roxana Ross, Chairman of the Recreation Advisory Board, said the Board looked at having a summer
camp program in-house but is recommending that the program be conducted by Miami Fitness
Connection.
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In response to Commissiocner Bernard’s question, Mrs. Ross said the Village could get copies of the
background checks for employees of the company.

In response to Vice-Mayor Mallette’s question, Ms. Erasmus said they would create a brochure about
the summer program for distribution to the residents.

Motion was made by Commissioner Morris, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, that after the
Village Manager reviews the background documents for the employees of the company and
completes any other checks he feels are necessary, then he is authorized to sign the contract for
Miami Fitness Connection to conduct the summer recreation program. The motion carried by veice
vote, 5/0.

This Certificate
is the highest form of recognition in the area of governmental accounting and financial reporting,
and its attainment represents a significant accomplishment by a government and its management.
He thanked Holly Hugdahl, Finance Director, and congratulated her on this award.,

Mike Kopesik spoke about the proposed traffic camera program.

Chuck Ross spoke about the North Miami water bill,

Karen Cohen commented on the FP&L proposed contract.

Barbara Kuhl said North Miami will reimburse residents who recycle.

Linda Diilon spoke about the North Miami water rates.

A. Report on Transportation Stimulus Funds allocation for the
Viliage ($74,073) and projected use (Village Manager)

Mr. Spence said he received an email to submit projects for the Village's portion ($74,073) of the
transportation stimulus funds. The transportation imprevements must be on collector or arterial roads,
and only the NE 6™ Avenue/SR-915 project qualifies. He submitted a proposed project to install
sidewalks along the east side of NE 6™ Avenue. The Parks & Parkways Board protested because they
wanted a say in selecting the project. If the Commission chooses not to build the sidewalks, we can
reject the funds before a contract is completed.

Vice-Mayor Mallette said this is not a good expenditure of funds. She suggested having paver
treatments which act as traffic calming devices and adds value to properties. We could also do
lighting treatments. She does not want us to pay for sidewalks if they are already a part of the FDOT
plan.

Commissioner Bernard said the plan does not include irrigation, and the removal of trees is not
covered. He said we should go back to FDOT and say we would like pavers.

The Commission agreed by consensus that the Manager should notify FDOT that we do not want
sidewalks but would like to have pavers across NE 6™ Avenue.

B. Consideration of invitation by Florida Department of
Transportation (FDOT) to become a Participating Agency on

Mr. Spence said he and some Comrnissioners have attended meetings with FDOT regarding this
project, and Commissioner Anderson has asked representatives to come to the next Commission
meeting for a presentation.

C. Report on City of North Miami Reduction of Capital Improvement

Commissioner Bernard said that North Miami voted to defer building a new
water plant. He would like the Village to draft and adopt a resolution
requesting on behalf of our residents requesting that the rates be revised so
that residents do not pay more than commercial users.

Commissioner Bernard made a motion that a Resolution be prepared urging the North Miami
Commission to consider the distribution of the cost of the increase between residents and
commercial properties ard also urge water conservation. Vice-Mayor Mallette seconded the
motion, which passed by voice vote, 5/0.

D. Clarification of Resolution 2007-10, tandlerd-Permit- Home Based
Occupation Fees as it Relates to rate and time frame (Commissioner Bernard)

Commissioner Bernard said people are being asked to renew their licenses, and the Resolution
does not say anything about renewals or the effective dates of the permits.

Motion was made by Commissioner Bernard, seconded by Commissioner Morris, that the
Attorney prepare a Resolution to clarify that the rate is for an annual permit to be renewed
each January (or QOctober) and the fee can be pro-rated if the permit is issued during the
year. The motion carried by voice vote, 5/0.
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E. Report on selection of site for new entry sign (Village Manager)

Mr. Spence said that he and Mayor Hornbuckle, Gary Kuhl, and Dan Keys met with the
architect and designer and selected a new sight for the entry sign. The sign will be half-
way between the Southern edge of the Village property and the first asphalt driveway on
NE 6" Avenue. The attorney is drafting a contract with the company which was
awarded the bid to construct the sign. Mr. Spence said that the new entry sign is a
“structure” and not a “sign” and must go to the Planning & Zoning Board for approval.
The Board meets on March 16,

F. Report on Qualifications for a Florida Recreation Development
Assistance Program (FRDAP) Grant (Village Manager)

Mr. Spence said as requested by the Commission, he obtained the guidelines for
applying for a FRDAP grant. The guidelines are described in the backup information,
and there is much work to be done. Deadline for submittal is October 2009.

Vice-Mayor Mallette said for the past four or five years, every preject has been
funded, not always at one hundred percent. The Village can submit three
applications at the same time.

G. Consideration of proposals to provide curbside recycling pickup.
(Current contract with Miami Shores expires in April 2009.)

Mr. Spence said the Village has a three-year contract with Miami Shores for
recycling services, and the contract expires in April. Staff contacted Miami-
Dade County, the City of North Miami, and private companies. We also
considered providing the service ourselves. North Miami would not pick up
our recycling because they do not pick up our garbage. Commissioner
Anderson asked for a list of recycling items that North Miami picks up and
said we should ask Miami Shores to pick up the same items from our
residents.

After further discussion, motion was made by Commissioner Morris, seconded
by Commissioner Bernard, to renew the contract with Miami Shores for three
vears at the same price as is cutrently being paid. The motion cartied by
voice vote, 5/0.

Mr. Spence said that one resident, Gary Kuhl, offered to fill the vacancy on the Committee. He also
said that one Board member expressed concern about the number of members required for a
quorum.

Commissioner Morris recommended that Mr. Kuhl be appointed to the Code Review Committee. -

Commissioner Bernard said that by motion the Commission required thirteen members to be on the
Committee, and with only ten members on the board, it is difficult to get a quorum of seven
members to attend a meeting.

Motion was made by Commissioner Morris, seconded by Commissioner Bernard, to reduce the
number of members on the Code Review Committee from sixteen to eleven. The motion carried by
voice vote, 5/0.

The motion carried by voice vote, 4/1, with Commissioner Morris voting no. He voted
no because he felt the action was not necessary since the minutes are generally ready for approval
on a timely basis.

Subject: Update on GOB Funding for PW Bildg

After speaking with Jose Galan of the County's Office of Capital Improvements (OCI), I have a better
understanding of what happened and why and what happens now.

First, it was their legal advisers that said that they could not honor our request to transfer our GOB
allotment of $356,000 from one project to another. The original project must be cancelled and the
request for designating the Public Works Facility must be processed as a new request. Last year, it was
the County's legal department who advised their Auditing Division that the CITT staff was wrong and
that we, the Village, had to return $107,000.

I'm optimistic that this will be handled similarly like our Safe Neighborhoods Parks Bond Program grant
of $25,000 was handled, in that they said that all unexpended funds and grants expired at the end of the
calender year and that they would have to be reallocated and re-appropriated shortly after the first of the
new year. Which they did.

I take the same position here. This $356,000 allocation from the County's General Obligation Bond
(GOB) Program is the Village's pro-rata share of that issue, and we are absolutely entitled to it. Now,
we just have to jump through a few hoops to get it reallocated to and for the Public Works Facility.

According to Jose Galan (OCI), this is what will happen. Our request will go before the Building Better
Communities Citizens Advisory Committee on Monday, April 27th. Then,

it is presented to the full GOB Board who in turn makes their recommendation to the full Board of
County Commissioners. He said what would help would be a resolution from our county commissioner,
endorsing our request. I have asked our Commissioner Sally Heyman for such a resolution. If she
agrees, Mr. Galan and his legal department will prepare the appropriate resolution for her signature.

Mr. Galan confirmed that if we choose to proceed with construction prior to the County's final approval,
we would not be penalized. And, in either case, the Village will have to up-front the costs anyhow and
submit reimbursement requests as we progress.

In conclusion, I recommend that we proceed with the construction of the Public Works Facility
immediately. Yes, there is a risk and there is always a chance that our request will be denied, but, we
have every justification on our side plus, as I said previously, this allocation is reserved for us and we
are entitled to it. I'm very optimistic, but with no guarantees.

I will place this item on your next agenda, April 7th, for you, the Commission, to make the final
