REGULAR MEETING
 Ed Burke Recreation Center – 11400 NE 9th Court 

Tuesday, September 12, 2006 at 6:30 p.m.

Rescheduled from September 5, 2006
Mayor Hornbuckle called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m.   In addition to Mayor Hornbuckle, present were Commissioners Robert Anderson, Kelly Mallette, Ted Walker and Vice-Mayor Chester Morris.  Also present were John Hearn, Village Attorney, Financial Consultant Holly Hugdahl, Recreation Director Elisa Tankersley, Code Enforcement Officer Sira Ramos, Building Clerk Arlenis Silvera, and Village Clerk Ann Harper.   Frank R. Spence, Village Manager, was out of the country and did not attend the meeting.
Commissioner Walker led the Pledge of Allegiance, which was followed by a moment of silence in honor of the victims of the September 11, 2001, attack.

4. Additions, Deletions, or Withdrawals
Mayor Hornbuckle added an item under New Business titled “Voter Initiative.”  This is a program initiated by resident Steve Bernard.

6. Attorney’s Report 
Village Attorney Hearn said there are two items for his report tonight.  The first relates to his meeting with the Police Benevolent Association which was held earlier this evening.  He stated that an Executive Session will be scheduled and asked the Commissioners to advise the Clerk when they would be available to attend.

The second item to be considered is the first reading of an Ordinance.  Attorney Hearn read the title of the Ordinance as follows:
ORDINANCE NO. 2006-5
AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE COMMISSION OF THE VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK, FLORIDA, RECOGNIZING THE VILLAGE'S MUNICIPAL HOME RULE POWERS PURSUANT TO SECTION 166.021, FLORIDA STATUTES; EXPRESSLY RECOGNIZING AND PROVIDING THAT IF THE CURRENT CHARTER IS FOUND VOID BY ANY PROCEEDING, THAT ALL PROVISIONS OF THE PREVIOUS CHARTER OF THE MUNICIPALITY, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO ANY LIMITATIONS ON BORROWING, ARE NULLIFIED AND REPEALED; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Attorney Hearn explained the purpose of passing the Ordinance and the circumstances under which it would become effective.

Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, seconded by Vice-Mayor Morris, to approve the Ordinance on first reading and schedule second reading for September 25, 2006.  The motion carried by roll-call vote, as follows:

Yeas – Commissioners Anderson, Mallette, and Walker;
           Vice-Mayor Morris; and Mayor Hornbuckle.



Nays – None.

Discussion of Voter Initiative Program
Mayor Hornbuckle said the General Election is November 7, and because of the poor turnout at the Primary Election, Steve Bernard has come up with the idea of challenging voters to have a 100% turnout.  This will be a non-partisan effort to increase the voter turnout.  He asked Mr. Bernard to explain the program.
Steve Bernard said Biscayne Park had an 18% turnout for the Primary Election.  He described his plan for getting people registered to vote and referred to a flyer he prepared for distribution to residents.   There will be no cost to the Village for the flyer.
Mayor Hornbuckle passed the gavel to Vice-Mayor Morris and made a motion to include the flyer for distribution in the next newsletter.  Commissioner Walker seconded the motion.  The motion carried by voice vote, 5/0.

Vice-Mayor Morris said this would be his last report as Commissioner of Public Works.  He recently reviewed the Public Works projects with Village Manager Spence so he would be up-to-date.  He said he enjoyed his tenure with Public Works and appreciated the hard work of all employees, the supervisors and directors.  

Commissioner Anderson thanked Interim Chief Glansberg for his help while he was serving as the Commissioner for the Police Department, and he gave the regular monthly report for the Department.

Commissioner Walker thanked Recreation Director Elisa Tankersley and her assistants Anne Theobald and Issa Thornell and complimented them on the fine programs offered at the Recreation Center.
Mayor Hornbuckle said CERT (Citizens Emergency Response Team) is looking for more volunteers for their program.   He reviewed the actions taken at the Budget Public Hearing held earlier in the evening.
