SECOND BUDGET PUBLIC HEARING
Ed Burke Recreation Center – 11400 NE 9th Court

MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 25, 2006 - 6:00 pm
Mayor Hornbuckle called the meeting to order at 6:20 pm.  In addition to Mayor Hornbuckle, present were Commissioners Anderson, Mallette, and Walker and Vice-Mayor Morris.  Present from Staff were Frank Spence, Village Manager; John Hearn, Village Attorney; Mitchell Glansberg, Police Chief; Holly Hugdahl, Financial Consultant; Joe Fisher, Public Works Director; and Ann Harper, Village Clerk.
Commissioner Mallette led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Hornbuckle noted that several judicial candidates were in the audience and introduced them:  Marisa Tinkler Mendez, Valerie Manno Schurn, and Joe Fernandez.

Mayor Hornbuckle said that Attorneys David Caserta and Karen Stanley were in the audience, and he introduced them.  The attorneys thanked members of Staff, especially Joe Fisher, and Representative Gwen Margolis and her staff for helping them in getting information needed for projects.  Attorney Caserta presented a check for $175,000 for the flood program for FY 2005-2006 for the flood program.
1. PRESENTATION OF THE FISCAL YEAR 2006-2007 PROPOSED BUDGET

2. ORDINANCES FOR SECOND READING

Attorney Hearn read the title of Ordinances 2006-6, 2006-7, 2006-8, and 2006-9.  He stated the percentage of 9.2 millage over the rolled-back rate of 6.6835 mills is 37.65%.  The purpose of the increase is to maintain and/or increase services.    He said the public hearings on the Ordinances can be combined into one hearing, but each Ordinance will be put to a separate vote.
Mayor Hornbuckle opened the meeting to the public for comments.

Judi Hamelburg spoke in favor of the 9.2 millage rate.

Steve Bernard commented on the difference in the amount of funds added to  the reserve account with and without the expense of the lobbyist.  Mrs. Hugdahl stated with the 9.2 millage and without the expense of the lobbyist, the reserves would be increased by  $85,000, and she explained that any funds spent from the contingency account require Commission approval. 
Robert Brumm expressed his objections to Village staff and Commissioners giving salary increases to employees during negotiations.   He also asked the Commissioners to reduce their salaries.

Harvey Bilt commented that the millage rate was 8.9% six years ago and stated the Village needs more money in the reserve accounts.
