Mayor Hornbuckle called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.   In addition to Mayor Hornbuckle, present were Commissioners Robert Anderson, Kelly Mallette, Ted Walker and Vice-Mayor Morris.  Also attending were Village Attorney John Hearn, Police Chief Mitchell Glansberg, and Village Clerk Ann Harper.

Comments from Commissioners on Status of Road Closures

Mayor Hornbuckle turned the meeting over to Commissioner Anderson.  Commissioner Anderson said the Commission is looking for feedback from residents regarding road closures before the Village proceeds with making the changes permanently.  

Mayor Hornbuckle asked for comments from Commissioners.

Vice-Mayor Morris said Joe Fisher, Public Works Director, received only complaint about the closures and has received many positive comments.

Commissioner Walker said the Commission has been working on this project for over two years and is looking forward to hearing from residents.

Commissioner Anderson commented on the success of making N. E. 9th Court one-way and the positive effect it has had on traffic safety for the children.

Mayor Hornbuckle said the only complaints he received involved placement of cones at the sites.

The following residents spoke about the road closures:

Fred Diehl, 470 N.E. 121st Street, spoke in favor of the road closure at that location and asked that it be made permanent.

Karen Rojas, 11320 Griffing Boulevard, spoke in favor of the road closures, but said it is inconvenient at 113th Street and Griffing Boulevard because she has no access to her driveway.  The Commission agreed to ask the Police Chief and Public Works Director to look into the problem.
Charles Smith, 12015 Griffing Boulevard, said he objected to the stop sign at N.E. 6th Street but did not object to the barricades.

Mayor Hornbuckle noted there were no further comments from the audience and said the issues raised would be readdressed at a future meeting with recommendations for final decisions on the closures.

There being no further business, the Mayor adjourned the meeting at 6:55 p.m.
