FIRST BUDGET PUBLIC HEARING
Ed Burke Recreation Center – 11400 NE 9th Court

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 12, 2006 - 6:00 pm

Mayor Hornbuckle called the meeting to order at 6:15  pm.  He welcomed Commissioner Walker and said that Village Manager Frank Spence was out of the country on vacation.   In addition to Mayor Hornbuckle and Commissioner Walker, present were Commissioners Anderson and Mallette,  and Vice-Mayor Morris.  Present from Staff were  John Hearn, Village Attorney; Mitchell Glansberg, Police Chief; Holly Hugdahl, Financial Consultant; Joe Fisher, Public Works Director; and Ann Harper, Village Clerk.
1. PRESENTATION OF THE FISCAL YEAR 2006-2007 PROPOSED BUDGET

2. ORDINANCES FOR FIRST READING

Attorney Hearn read the titles of Ordinances 2006-6, 7, 8, and 9.

Mrs. Hugdahl stated the proposed budget is based on a 9.2 millage rate.  She reviewed the budget summary and said it was available for public viewing.  Mrs. Hugdahl stated  that the budget includes three new vehicles, and the cost of these vehicles will be spread over three years in the Police, Recreation, and Public Works Departments.   Continuing with the summary, she noted that the Police Department Overtime account was reduced by $6,000, and the account for the Legislative Representative was reduced by $30,000.  In order to reinstate the funds for the Legislative Representative and have a 8.9 millage rate, the Reserves account would be only $6,000.  The last page of the summary shows the Capital Improvement Program, which is required in order to apply for FRDAP (Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program) grant. In response to Mayor Hornbuckle’s question, Mrs. Hugdahl said the Road fund is funded through revenue sharing, local option gas taxes, and CITT.
Mayor Hornbuckle opened the meeting for comments from the Public.

Judi Hamelburg spoke in favor of approving the 9.2 millage rate.

Robert Brumm commented on the lack of information on employee salaries and verified that the budget figures are based on 9.2 millage rate.

Steve Bernard commented on the difference in the reserve fund balances based upon both the 8.9 rate and the 9.2 rate.
Rose Demear  and Arthur Airhart complained about increasing the tax rate.

Lilly Harper commented on the reserve fund balances.

There were no more speakers, and the Mayor closed the Public comments portion of the agenda.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK, FLORIDA, ESTABLISHING THE 2006-2007 MILLAGE RATE OF 9.20 MILLS PER EACH $1,000 OF ASSESSED VALUATION UPON REAL AND PERSONAL PROPERTY WITHIN THE VILLAGE LIMITS OF THE VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK; AND SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE
Attorney Hearn read the title of the Ordinance and stated the tentative millage rate set by the Village Commission is 9.20 mills which will generate General Fund revenues of $3,459,317 representing an 37.65% increase over the rolled-back rate of 6.6835 mills.  The specific purpose for which ad valorem tax revenues are being increased is to maintain and/or increase services.

Discussion was held regarding the advantages and disadvantages of approving the tentative 9.2 millage rate.

Mayor Hornbuckle said he would entertain a motion to set the tentative millage rate.

Motion was made by Vice-Mayor Morris, seconded by Commissioner Walker, to approve the Ordinance setting the tentative millage rate of 9.20 mills on first reading and set second reading for September 25, 2006, at 6 p.m.  The motion carried by roll-call vote, as follows:
