REGULAR COMMISSION MEETING

      Tuesday, May 2, 2006 – 7:00 p.m.
CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor John Hornbuckle called the meeting to order at 7:15 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Commissioner Anderson led the Pledge of Allegiance.

ROLL CALL: In addition to the Mayor, the following were present at roll call:  Vice Mayor Chester Morris, Commissioners Ted Walker, Kelly Mallette and Robert Anderson. The following staff members were also in attendance:  Village Attorney John Hearn, Village Clerk Ann Harper , Public Works Director Joseph Fisher and Police Chief Glansberg.

 

 ADDITIONS, DELETIONS OR WITHDRAWALS

 

Commissioner Anderson requested the addition of an item to discuss increasing fees and fines for placing trash outside to be collected some time other than regular collection days.
 

Ms. Harper requested the deletion of item 8-B-4 regarding a new Village Hall and item 8-C-2-(b) discussion of phone system.
   
Item 8-B-6, Ordinance 2006-3, was added to the agenda.  The Ordinance was continued from the April 4, 2006, meeting.

Presentation of certificates and badges to Village Commissioners by Commissioner Sally A. Heyman, Miami-Dade County Board of County Commissioners

Commissioner Heyman presented Police badges, name tags, Village shirts, and Certificates of Election to Mayor Hornbuckle, Vice-Mayor Morris, and Commissioners Anderson, Mallette, and Walker.  

Mayor Hornbuckle thanked Commissioner Heyman for her assistance with various projects and issues concerning the Village.

 

 Sandra Dioli, Volunteer Coordinator of North Miami Foundation for Senior Citizens,

Vice-Mayor Morris introduced Ms. Dioli, who described the work of the Foundation and encouraged people to become acquainted with their neighbors so no one will be isolated, especially during the upcoming hurricane season.  She described how the Foundation can assist before and after the storms.

1. Ordinances – Second Reading – Public Hearing

ORDINANCE NO. 2006-02

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE COMMISSION OF THE VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK, FLORIDA AMENDING CHAPTER 5 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES BY AMENDING SECTION 5.3.2 ENTITLED "PROTECTION AND USE OF RIGHTS-OF-WAY;" CREATING SECTION 5.3.2(E) TO PROVIDE FOR HEIGHT LIMITATIONS IN THE PUBLIC RIGHTS-OF-WAY FOR ANY AND ALL BUILDINGS, STRUCTURES OR FIXTURES; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICTS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE (2nd reading)
Village Attorney Hearn read the title of the Ordinance and stated this was a Public Hearing.

Mayor Hornbuckle reviewed the history regarding this ordinance.   He said that FPL and Biscayne Park have been actively engaged in a process about the power line issue. He added that the attorneys for both sides have been speaking tand he feels that the outcome will be a positive one. They have asked us to table the issue until they can work through there process.  

Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, to table second reading of the Ordinance indefinitely.  

Attorney Hearn stated that FP&L will provide thirty days notice before acting upon a decision as to location for the transmission lines.   This notice would provide time for the Village to reconsider second reading of the ordinance.  

Mayor Hornbuckle called for a vote on the motion to table the ordinance, which carried by voice vote 5/0.

6. ATTORNEY REPORT 
Mr. Hearn stated that the recycling contract would be finalized by June 1, 2006.

 

Mr. Hearn also mentioned that he spoke with State Department of Community Affairs regarding the plans for the Learning Center.  The Village has not submitted the required Evaluation &  Appraisal Report, and a planning firm will be needed to prepare this document.

Mr. Hearn said he was contacted by the PBA’s attorney and he requested an executive meeting with the Commission this coming Monday at 3:30 p.m.

Motion made by Commissioner Anderson, seconded by Commissioner Walker, to utilize part    time officers during emergency situations at an hourly rate with no benefits.  The motion carried by voice vote, 5/0.
 

2.      Discussion of designation of park near water - Vice-Mayor Morris
 

Vice Mayor Morris said he would like to hold this off until the next meeting because the legislation is still in session and we are awaiting news on  grant availability. 

 

3.      Discussion of use of forfeiture money for generators

 

Commissioner Anderson stated that a couple of months ago Commission approval was given to purchase a large generator for the Police Department for emergencies such as hurricanes. 
Chief Glansburg said that rather than purchase one large generator, it is recommended that three more affordable generators be purchased which would provide one for Recreation, one for Police, and one would be in reserve.  

 

Motion was made by Vice Mayor Morris, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, to approve the purchase of  three smaller generators instead of the one large generator.  The motion carried by voice vote unanimously.

      5.   Discussion on addition of new fees for waste collection – Commissioner Anderson
 

According to Commissioner Anderson, there is an ongoing issue of people placing trash out on unscheduled days.   He displayed photographs which he took illustrating this problem.
Commissioner Anderson is requesting the development of an ordinance that would double the fee for the homeowners when trash is being left on unscheduled days and authorizing Public Works to use whatever service is needed to remove the debris.  
 

Vice Mayor Morris stated that he and Mr. Fisher have been working on such a program.  He suggested sending a notice advising the homeowner that unless payment is received a lien will be placed on the property. 

 

The Commissioners agreed to instruct the Village Attorney to return to a Commission meeting with an Ordinance defining the terms and setting the fees and fines.
