1. 	CALL TO ORDER AND ROLL CALL

Chairman Dan Keys called the meeting to order @ 6:00pm. Present were Chairman, Dan Keys, members Barbara Kuhl, Lynn Fischer, Bryan Cooper, Jane Ansley and Barbara Kiers (alternate). Mr. Spence and Mr. Pratt were also present

3. 	OLD BUSINESS
 
A. Approval of minutes. The following minutes were approved by unanimous vote: 3/4/09, 3/8/09, 3/30/09, 4/13/09, 5/6/09, 5/19/09, 6/3/09. Minutes from 4/13/09 were amended and then approved by unanimous vote. Ms. Ansley will forward amended minutes to Mr. Spence. 

B. Status of Recreation Center Planters and landscape plan. Mr. Keys presented his proposed plan for landscaping the front of the Rec. Center. The Board will now review it and discuss at the next meeting. Mr. Pratt provided with specifics for purchase of Pentas for planter under the office window of the Rec. Center and he will now purchase and have installed.

C. Status of DERM Tree removal permit. Ms. Kuhl reported that she completed the photos for this and submitted to Mr. Spence. Mr. Spence reported that there has been no action taken yet. 

D. Report on status of NE 6th Avenue FDOT Stimulus Project. A group of individuals from FDOT presented the landscape plan they created. FDOT reported that they will not pay to move the Strangler Fig on 6th Ave. to the Rec. Center. FDOT said irrigation work will be complete by December and plantings 3-4 weeks later. FDOT stated that BP’s request – from this Board- to not be charged for unnecessary sod was granted. No temporary sod will be placed since the permanent plantings will go in so soon. Savings to BP was estimated as about $5,000.  

E. Report on pending grant applications. Mr. Spence announced that the proposed projects submitted to the Safe Neighborhoods Park Citizen’s Committee (SNP) passed the first stage of approval. Ms. Ansley announced that BP was not awarded a 2009 AAD Shade Grant.

F. Discussion of donated oak trees- recommendation for use of remaining trees and sales.  Mr. Spence said there will be approximately 71 oaks left after the sale at Summer Fest and any other sales completed prior to 9/4/09 (the final date for any sales as set by the Commission). He said that the Commission wants suggestions from this Board for what to do with the remaining oaks. Mr. Keys reminded the Board that previous discussion had included placing the remaining oaks at needed places around BP. At the next meeting of this Board Mr. Spence will tell us how many oaks remain and discussion of what to do with them will follow.  

G. Butterfly garden. Mr. Spence said that he signed a letter for the Eagle Scouts to proceed with a possible plan to make planting a butterfly garden in BP (location to be determined) as a scout project. Mr. Spence mentioned that resident Mr. Childress has a son involved in the Eagle Scout troop.

H. Recreation Center Tree Fund uses. Mr. Spence recommended that the Board proceed with making recommendations for the single tree and the six additional trees that have passed the first stage to be funded by a SNP matching grant- all of which would go in the Rec. Center area for shade. This will be discussed in detail at the next meeting. 

4. 	NEW BUSINESS

A. Consideration of forwarding a definition of roles of Parks and Parkways and Recreation Advisory Boards to the Village Commission. This was discussed.

B. Consideration of forwarding goals for the Biscayne Park Foundation specific to Parks and Parkways issues to the Village Commission and the Foundation Board. Discussion led to agreement that this Board will begin to generate ideas for future projects that this Board would like to ask the Foundation to seek funding for in the future. Landscaping the entry points to BP, landscaping the understory of the medians, and carrying out the current plan under consideration by this Board for the front of the Rec. Center building were mentioned. 

5. 	NEXT MEETING DATE. Next regular meeting will be September 16 @6:00pm. The Board agreed that the regular meetings of this Board will occur on the 3rd Wednesday of each month.
