The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by Village Attorney John J. Hearn.  Attorney Hearn announced that Mayor Hornbuckle was out of town because of illness in the family, and Vice-Mayor Walker was returning to the Village after being out of town for the day on business. 
Attorney Hearn said he would like to address the following agenda item before the meeting begins:

   8.  OLD BUSINESS – TAB #8

A. A Resolution of Case No. 06-10761 CA 13, Robert D. Brumm, Mireya Vega, Joanne Mundy, Juanita Lewis, Donald Roy, Sr., and Clement T. Hall, all residents and taxpayers of the Village of Biscayne Park, Florida, Plaintiffs, vs. Village of Biscayne Park, Florida, a Florida municipal corporation; Ann Harper, Village Clerk of the Village of Biscayne Park; and Lester Sola, Supervisor of Elections for Miami-Dade County, Florida, Defendants, to invalidate a proposed special election by mail ballot to amend the Charter of Biscayne Park (Village Attorney)

Attorney Hearn read the title of the agenda item and gave a brief review of the history of the lawsuit to invalidate the mail ballot election in June which approved the adoption of a new Charter.    He read the final judgment and the finding that the language of the title and summary did not mislead the public.

Attorney Hearn stated in the absence of the Mayor and Vice-Mayor, a motion should be made to appoint a temporary chairperson.  Motion was made by Commissioner Morris, seconded by Commissioner Mallette, to appoint Commissioner Anderson, who is the senior Commissioner, as temporary chairperson.  The motion carried by voice vote, 3/0.  Commissioner Anderson accepted the position.
In addition to Commissioner Anderson, Commissioners Mallette and Morris were also present.  Attending from Staff were Police Chief Mitchell Glansberg and Captain Tony Sanchez, Joe Fisher, Public Works Director; Holly Hugdahl, Acting Finance Director, Frank Spence, Village Manager, John J. Hearn, Village Attorney, and Ann Harper, Village Clerk.

Commissioner Mallette led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Chief Glansberg called Sergeant Michael Marchase forward to receive a Commendation for his courageous actions in connection with apprehending a criminal in a home-invasion incident.  Sgt. Marchase expressed his appreciation for the award.

Captain Sanchez presented a poster to the Perez-Pinon family which displayed a newspaper article featuring Anthony Pinon . Nicholas Albert presented the family a check for $256 which he raised by himself to help with Anthony’s medical expenses.  Commissioner Morris presented the family a check for $350 from the Rotary Club.  Mr. Pinon thanked the Village on behalf of his family for their help and support.

5.  VARIANCE – Quasi Judicial Hearing – Tab #5

       Request of Joyce Da Silva, 11500 NE 11th Place, to build additional rooms to existing house requiring variances from setback requirements to build into  front property setback and side front property setback (Planning and Zoning recommended approval on March 19, 2007) 
Attorney Hearn announced that this is a quasi judicial hearing and those who will testify must be under oath.   He issued the oath to those who stood.  Attorney Hearn read the requirements for approval of variances.  He asked that the applicant describe how much the setbacks she is requesting will encroach on the property.
The applicant, Joyce Da Silva, said her property is in the shape of a triangle, and she can only put additions to the house if variances are granted.  She said her contractor will represent her in this request.  

Gage Hartung, Chairman of the Planning and Zoning Board, determined there was an “undue hardship” on the applicant.  Because of the setbacks required, she was not able to develop her property.

Attorney Hearn said the applicant must come back to the Commission for approval to have the existing front porch because the porch encroaches into the setback area and it is not on this application for approval.  The applicant cannot request relief from setback requirements for new construction when there is an existing code violation.

Commissioner Mallette said she favored approving the request with the condition that the applicant come back to the Commission for consideration of the existing porch.

Speakers were Dan Keys and Judi Hamelburg, who spoke in favor of the request.

Commissioner Mallette made a motion to approve the request with the condition that the applicant return with a request for approval of the existing porch.  Commissioner Morris seconded the motion.  The motion carried by voice vote, 4/0.

Attorney Hearn said no Certificate of Occupancy would be issued until the other encroachment  (the porch) is considered by the Commission.

Vice-Mayor Walker assumed Chairmanship of the meeting at this point.

Motion was made by Commissioner Mallette, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, that the applicant pay for the advertising only for the variance request related to the porch.  The motion carried by voice vote, 4/0.

       F.  Plans for hurricane preparedness (Vice-Mayor Walker)
Chief Glansberg said the Police Department is prepared and everyone has gone through training.  Vice-Mayor Walker emphasized the necessity for each family in the community to have a plan and a point of contact outside of the area.  

9.  NEW BUSINESS – TAB #9

A. A motion to dissolve Charter Review Committee.
Motion was made by Commissioner Morris, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, to dissolve the Charter Review Board with thanks to the Chairman Steve Bernard and Board Members.  The motion carried by voice vote, 4/0.

    B.  Consideration of recommendation to accept the proposal for renewing   employee health insurance coverage with Blue Cross Blue Shield of Florida, and dental and life insurance coverage with Principal Financial Group, effective June 1, 2007, for a one-year term
Mr. Spence introduced Robert Shafer, consultant and insurance agent of record.  Mr. Spence referred to the agenda backup which outlines the results of Mr. Shafer’s solicitations of proposals from health insurance carriers.  He commented that health insurance costs continue to rise.  
Mr. Spence said Staff is recommending that the Village remain with Blue Cross and renew the current contract for one more year with a rate increase of 18%. Other plans were even more expensive.  The Village pays one hundred percent of the employee premium.  
Mr. Shafer thanked the Commission for the opportunity to meet with the Commission.   Mr. Shafer said several months ago he began gathering historical information about the Village’s insurance program and how benefits are handled with employees.  All information was submitted to the marketplace, reviewed their responses and met with the Village Manager.  The Village falls into the “small group” category, and the carriers that responded are the ones who are active in that marketplace.  This will be for health insurance, life insurance, and dental insurance, with health being the largest piece.  The only way to decrease the cost is to increase the deductible and associated costs.  At the end of the review, it was decided to recommended continuation of the Blue Cross plan, and move the dental plan and life insurance plans to Principal Financial Group.  The Principal Group can match the current benefit design and has a strong network.  The rates and benefits are the same as the current providers. 
Commissioner Morris said he was a doctor for forty-five years and understands health insurance.  His problem with this insurance is that it is going up approximately thirty thousand dollars, and the Village is being faced with decreased revenues.  He does not want to cut benefits to the employees, but we have to consider the cost.  

Commissioner Mallette said she shares Commissioner Morris’ concerns.  No one wants to cut benefits, but the Village is looking at a ten, fifteen to twenty percent cut in the budget.   She asked whether or not during the one-year contract we could increase employee participation.  

Mr. Spence said the labor contracts require the Village to provide health insurance to the employees at no cost.  Attorney Hearn said he has just received a letter from the PBA objecting to this contract. 

In response to Commissioner Anderson’s questions regarding going to another company, using Humana as an example, Mr. Shafer said the rates shown in the backup can go either up or down.  These are “manual” rates which are filed with the Insurance Commission.  After review the enrollment forms, rates can be changed either way by as much as fifty percent.

Commissioner Mallette said given that information, she will go along with the Manager’s recommendation today.  Commissioner Morris said he would also go along with it for one year, but next year it should be done six months ahead of time.  Mr. Shafer said sixty days ahead of the renewal date is the maximum amount of time it can be done in advance because of the way rates are filed.  
Motion was made by Commissioner Mallette, seconded by Commissioner Morris, to approve the insurance renewal and contracts as outlined and recommended in the agenda backup.  The motion carried by voice vote, 4/0.

     C.  Notice of change in meeting day for the Code Enforcement Board to the 
      third Tuesday of each month at 7 pm beginning  June 19, 2007
Mr. Spence said committees are allowed to schedule their own meeting date and time, and he is giving public notice that the Code Enforcement Board will now meet on the third Tuesday of each month at 7:30 pm beginning June 19.  This will alleviate attendance concerns.
Motion was made by Commissioner Morris, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, to accept this change.  The motion carried by voice vote, 4/0.

Vice-Mayor Walker said prior to Good and Welfare, he would like to ask the Attorney some questions regarding the Charter lawsuit.  He asked if there were any way to recover costs involved in the lawsuit.  Attorney Hearn said, if the Commission desires, he can recover costs of four or five thousand dollars.  Attorney fees are not part of the cost.  Commissioner Anderson said the Village needs to recover whatever we can from the lawsuit and made a motion to direct Attorney Hearn to pursue recovery of costs.  Commissioner Morris seconded the motion.

Commissioner Mallette said she will not support the motion because the court was the only place they could go to complain.  

Vice-Mayor Walker called for a voice vote on the motion, which carried 3/1 with Commissioner Mallette voting no.

 10.   GOOD AND WELFARE (PUBLIC)

Phyllis Schoched spoke about the lack of Police and said there are not enough officers to stop the burglaries.

Judi Hamelburg commented that the Village should try to recover costs of the Charter lawsuit.

Robert Brumm commented the Village has enough money for vehicles but no money for insurance or Police

Lilly Harper encouraged residents to volunteer for the CERT program.

Dan Keys spoke about penalties for people who do not observe water restrictions.

Steve Bernard spoke about Crime Watch.

 In response to Commissioner Morris’ questions, Mr. Spence said the contractor needs a survey of elevation, and the field will be leveled at that time.  
              B.  Village Attorney Comments - Attorney Hearn said three union contracts expire October 1, 2007 and the Village will negotiate after the Special Session of the Legislature is completed on June 22nd. 
         C.  Village Manager Comments 
1. FCCMA 45 year service award – Mr. Spence said next week he will be presented with a 45-year service award at the City Managers’ Conference at Doral.  This represents 45 years of  public service.
2. Report from Police Chief Glansberg – Chief Glansberg outlined the Police activities and arrests for the month of April.
Mr. Spence added the following to his report:
Mr. Spence said at previous Commission meetings he was asked to contact Kimley-Horn regarding cost of doing a study  of NE 5th Avenue to close the street at 123rd Street.  At that time the Commission said the residents would have to pay the cost of the study.   Kimley-Horn quotes a fee of $7,800 to do the study.  He will pass this information on to the petitioners.  The second request was for Kimley-Horn to complete the study about the speed limit on Griffing Blvd. being reduced to 25 mph.   The cost of this study would be $1,760.   This would be paid by CITT funds.  
Commissioner Mallette said she was concerned about whether or not the Fire Department could enter 5th Avenue if NE 123rd Street were to be closed.  Mr. Spence said the garbage truck could not enter the street without backing up and he is not optimistic that the request to close the street will go forward because three of the people who signed the petition have withdrawn.  

Mr. Spence reviewed the traffic updates given in a recent email from Steve Bernard.

In response to Mr. Brumm’s earlier comment about the cost of vehicles, Mr. Spence reviewed the loan payment schedule for the three new vehicles which are being purchased through the Florida League of Cities Loan Program.
