Deteriorating fences

Trash/Garbage put out on the wrong day, leaving garbage containers out after pickup,
storing containers in the front/side yard.

Candido and Rita provided the board with a sample of the Courtesy Notice that is used by
theCode Officer.

The board agreed that these were the violations that were most simple, most inexpensive, and
the quickest that residents could address and rectify, and the result would be an improved
appearance of the Village. The board agreed that a flyer could be created listing these
violations to make residents aware and to encourage compliance for the betterment of the
community, and to provide the information on the flyer in English, Spanish and Creole. This
initial approach of the flyer would be a more positive as opposed to applying the standard
Code Compliance Process of courtesy notices, citations, etc.

Candido would work on a draft of the flyer and then provide it to the board for their review



and input.
