(D) Duties and responsibilities. The board's duties and responsibilities
shall be as follows:

(4) To represent the village before any type of board or forum
where it is necessary for that board to inquire about the public opinion of
the environment of the village;

(5) To collect and provide copies to the Village Clerk, any data and
exhibits which may be gathered relating to the quality of life within the
village for use and benefit of any and all village residents; and

(6) To identify existing and potential environmental problems and
recommend appropriate actions, with a view towards minimizing adverse
external influences by cooperating with the adjacent municipalities and the
county to protect common natural resources.
