Mayor Hornbuckle called the meeting to order at 7:20 p.m.   In addition to Mayor Hornbuckle, present were Commissioners Robert Anderson, Kelly Mallette, Ted Walker and Vice-Mayor Chester Morris.  Also present were Frank R. Spence, Interim Village Manager, John Hearn, Village Attorney, Financial Consultant Holly Hugdahl, Recreation Director Elisa Tankersley, Code Enforcement Officer Sira Ramos, Building Clerk Arlenis Silvera, and Village Clerk Ann Harper.

Commissioner Walker led the Pledge of Allegiance, which was followed by a moment of silence in honor of the victims of the September 11, 2001, attack.

3. Approval of August Financial Statements
Motion was made by Commissioner Anderson, seconded by Commissioner Walker, to approve the August Financial Statements.  The motion carried by voice vote, 5/0.

4. Attorney’s Report 
A.  Ordinances – Second Reading

Attorney Hearn read the title of the Ordinance as follows:
ORDINANCE NO. 2006-04

AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE COMMISSION OF THE VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK, FLORIDA PROVIDING THAT THE VILLAGE MANAGER SHALL FURNISH A FIDELITY BOND TO BE APPROVED BY THE VILLAGE COMMISSION IN THE AMOUNT OF $100,000; PROVIDING THAT THE VILLAGE SHALL PAY THE PREMIUM OF THE BOND; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE

ORDINANCE NO. 2006-5
AN ORDINANCE OF THE VILLAGE COMMISSION OF THE VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK, FLORIDA, RECOGNIZING THE VILLAGE'S MUNICIPAL HOME RULE POWERS PURSUANT TO SECTION 166.021, FLORIDA STATUTES; EXPRESSLY RECOGNIZING AND PROVIDING THAT IF THE CURRENT CHARTER IS FOUND VOID BY ANY PROCEEDING, THAT ALL PROVISIONS OF THE PREVIOUS CHARTER OF THE MUNICIPALITY, INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO ANY LIMITATIONS ON BORROWING, ARE NULLIFIED AND REPEALED; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Attorney Hearn read the title of the Ordinance.  Mayor Hornbuckle opened the Public Hearing.  Attorney Hearn referred to a letter received from the Law Offices of Shubin & Bass objecting to the Ordinance.

No one came forward to speak, and the Public Hearing was closed.

Attorney earn said this Ordinances recognizes home rule power.  

Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, to approve the Ordinance on second reading.  The motion carried by roll-call vote, as follows:

RESOLUTION #2006-16

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND VILLAGE COMMISSION OF THE VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK, FLORIDA GRANTING AUTHORITY TO MEMBERS OF THE CITY COMMISSION AND FRANK R. SPENCE  AS VILLAGE MANAGER TO SERVE AS SIGNATORIES ON ALL BANKING DOCUMENTS RELATED TO THE STATE BOARD OF ADMINISTRATION INVESTMENT ACCOUNTS FOR THE VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK; REQUIRING TWO SIGNATURES FOR THE TRANSFER OF FUNDS AND UPDATING ACCOUNT INFORMATION; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

Attorney Hearn read the title of the Resolution.

Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, second by Commissioner Anderson, to approve the Resolution.  The motion carried by voice vote, 5/0.

4. C.
Consideration of approval of a contract between the Police Benevolent Association and the Village of Biscayne park for the period of October 1, 2005 to September 30, 2007.

Attorney Hearn said the current contract expired September 30, 2005.  Significant time has been spent in Executive Sessions and in negotiations with the PBA representatives.  Some of the things the PBA requested were  increases in vacation time, increases in uniform and equipment, and increases in holiday pay, sick pay, and longevity payments.  In addition, they were seeking a five thousand dollar salary increase and increases in COLA beginning with an additional five percent.  They also requested a take-home vehicle for all officers.  

The items agreed upon include a twenty-five hundred dollar bonus effective immediately and an additional five hundred dollars.  Sergeants will receive an increase of four thousand dollars in base pay and officers will receive a five thousand dollar increase.  The Village may reopen negotiations if there is a financial emergency in the village.  The agreement, if approved, is for two years beginning October 1, 2005.  There are no retroactive provisions.  Attorney Hearn thanked the Village Manager Spence and Financial Consultant Holly Hugdahl, as well as Chief Glansberg, for their assistance in negotiating this contract.
Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, to approve the Agreement effective October 1, 2005 through September 30, 2007.  

In response to Commissioner Anderson’s question regarding the budget, Mrs. Hugdahl said a Budget Amendment will be prepared for Commission approval to transfer funds from Contingency to Police Salaries.

Mayor Hornbuckle called for a voice vote on the motion, which carried 5/0.
Village Manager Spence said he was advised in a letter from FDOT that the State of Florida intends to install sidewalks along both sides of NE 6th Avenue.   They requested comments by Thursday, September 28, 2006, from the cities which will be affected.  Bids will not be received until March 2009.  The Commissioners discussed various issues related to the proposed construction of sidewalks.  It was agreed to notify property owners at a later date when more definite information is available.
5. A.  Rotation of Commissioners in the position of Vice-Mayor

Motion was made by Commissioner Anderson, seconded by Vice-Mayor Morris, for Commissioner Kelly Mallette serve as Vice-Mayor for a period of five months beginning October 2006 and the remainder of the year will be divided by Commissioners Walker and Anderson.   The motion carried by voice vote, 5/0.
6.  Consideration of rescheduling November 7th regular meeting to November 14th because of 
     General Election on November 7th
Motion was made by Commissioner Walker, seconded by Commissioner Anderson, to reschedule the November 7, 2006, regular meeting to November 14, 2006.  The motion carried by voice vote, 5/0.
There being no further business to come before the Commission, the meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
