The applicant is requesting the side yard and rear setback variance to 5 to allow for the installation of
swimming pool.

1. Special Circumstances or Conditions:

Currently there is two locations where a pool can be installed, due the size of the existing lot and
location of the existing house both of those locations would place the pool against the house, creating a
condition where it would not allow for enough safe circulation around the house and the pool.

On the Side (West) there is currently 18” 11” at the closest point and 27’ 4.5” at the farthest point
between the house and the property line.

At the Rear (North) of the house there is currently 19’ 3.5” at the closest point and 24’ 5.5” at the
farthest point between the house and the property line.

The septic tank currently occupies the east side of the rear of the house

The pool has been designed in an L shape because neither the west side or the rear of the house offer
enough space for the pool to slop to a depth of 5’ and this also solves the issue of the septic tank
proximity to the area for the proposed pool

The pool has been designed at a minimum width that would still allow for use. It has been designed at
11’ wide on the Side (west) leg and at 9’ on the Rear (north) leg.

The applicant is requesting the side yard and rear setback variance to 5’ to allow for the installation of
swimming pool.

1. Special Circumstances or Conditions:

Currently there is two locations where a pool can be installed, due the size of the existing lot and
location of the existing house both of those locations would place the pool against the house, creating a
condition where it would not allow for enough safe circulation around the house and the pool.

On the Side (West) there is currently 18’ 11” at the closest point and 27’ 4.5” at the farthest point
between the house and the property line.

At the Rear (North) of the house there is currently 19’ 3.5” at the closest point and 24’ 5.5” at the
farthest point between the house and the property line.

The septic tank currently occupies the east side of the rear of the house

The pool has been designed in an L shape because neither the west side or the rear of the house offer
enough space for the pool to slop to a depth of 5" and this also solves the issue of the septic tank
proximity to the area for the proposed pool

The pool has been designed at a minimum width that would still allow for use. It has been designed at
11’ wide on the Side (west) leg and at 9’ on the Rear (north) leg.

13.4. - Variances.

13.4.1 Variances recommended by the planning board. The planning board may recommend to the
commission a variance from the strict application of any provision of this code, except provisions of
the adopted levels of service, (chapter 9).

13.4.2 Grounds for a variance—Findings required. The planning board may recommend a variance
from this chapter when, in its opinion, undue hardship may result from strict compliance. In
recommending any variance, the board shall prescribe only conditions that it deems necessary to or
desirable for the public interest. In making its findings, as required herein below, the board shall take
into account the nature of the proposed use of land and the existing character of land and buildings
in the vicinity. No variance shall be recommended unless the board finds:

(1) That there are special circumstances or conditions affecting the property which are such that
the strict application of the provisions of this chapter would deprive the applicant of the
reasonable use of his land.

(2) That the variance is necessary for the preservation and enjoyment of a substantial property
right of the petitioner.

(3) That the granting of the variance will not be detrimental to the public welfare or injurious to
other property in the territory in which the property is situated.

(4) That the variance proposed is the minimum variance which makes possible the reasonable use
of the property.

13.4.3 Imposition of conditions. In recommending a development approval involving a variance, the
planning board may also recommend such conditions and restrictions upon the premises benefited
by a variance as may be necessary to allow a positive finding to be made on any of the factors in
subsection 13.4.2 above, or to minimize the injurious effect of the variance.

13.4.4 Village commission approval. The planning board recommendation shall be sent to the village
commission for final consideration. The village commission shall review the findings and
recommendations of the planning board, determine whether all grounds for the variance have been
established and make a final decision regarding approval or denial of the requested variance.

13.4.5 Historic properties. Special variances may be granted for the reconstruction, rehabilitation or
restoration of structures listed or classified in the national or county register of historic places. The
special variance shall be the minimum necessary to protect the historic character and design of the
structure. No special variance shall be granted if the proposed construction, rehabilitation, or
restoration will cause the structure to lose its historical designation.

13.4.6 Conditions and limitations. In authorizing any variance, the commission shall include as part of
such variance, any condition, requirement or limitation which the board may believe to be necessary
and desirable to protect adjacent properties in the surrounding neighborhood, and to carry out the
spirit and purpose of the Land Development Code.

13.4.7 Administrative variances. This part is established to provide standards and procedures for the
granting of administrative variances of development standards for existing sites. Administrative
variances are specifically intended to promote high standards of design, provide flexibility in the
administration of standards in recognition of site specific conditions, and to establish conditions to
ensure compatibility where standards are modified.

Administrative variances shall be limited to ten (10) percent of the affected setback or substantially
similar dimensional requirement, up to a maximum of one (1) foot. The village manager shall be charged
with the granting or denying of administrative variances. No administrative variance shall be granted
unless the applicant clearly shows the existence of one (1) of the following circumstances:

(1) Superior alternatives: Where the development will provide an alternative which will achieve the
purposes of the requirement through clearly superior design.



(2) Technical impracticality: Where the strict application of the requirements would be technically
impractical in terms of design or construction practices or existing site conditions. The degree of
existing nonconforming conditions and the extent to which the proposed modification would
lessen the nonconforming condition shall be specifically considered.

(3) Protection of natural features, including trees, wetlands, archeological sites and similar
circumstances.

(4) Other technical, architectural or engineering reasons.
(Ord. No. 2015-03, § 2, 5-5-15)

13.6. - Appeals.

13.6.1 Submission of appeal. Appeals as to any provision of this code or regulations may be made to
the commission by any aggrieved resident or property owner of the area affected, and upon receipt
of such appeal it shall be referred to the local planning agency for investigation.

13.6.2 Local agency evaluation. Such appeals may concern general provisions of the plan and
regulations or their effect in application to specific pieces of property. The local planning agency shall
determine whether or not relief may be granted without substantial detriment to the public good and
without impairing the intent and purpose of the plan and code, and shall report its findings and
recommendations as to change and amendments, if any, to the commission.

13.6.3 Final action. Final action on appeals shall be taken by the commission after receipt of such
report, and the commission may overrule the local planning agency.

13.6.4 Local planning agency failure to act. Failure of the local planning agency to act on any appeal
within thirty (30) days after its official submission to it shall be deemed approval unless a longer
period is requested and granted by the commission.

13.6.5 Certification. Changes in the adopted comprehensive plan and Land Development Code, or
amendments thereto, originated by the local planning agency may be certified through the
commission at any regular meeting and adopted as amendments to this code in the regular manner.

PROPOSED BALLOT QUESTIONS:

Proposed Ballot Question No. 1:

Shall the Village of Biscayne Bark Charter be amended to require
the electorate to vote for the Mayor of Biscayne Park?

Statement:

Presently, the Village Commission consists of five (5) at-large
commissioners who elect one of its members to the position of
Mayor.

If you vote “YES” on this ballot question, it means you want to
change the Charter so that candidates must specifically run for
mayor and be elected by the registered voters in Biscayne Park, as
opposed to five Commission members voting to determine who
amongst them will serve in the capacity as Village Mayor.

Proposed Ballot Question No. 2:

Shall Village Commission seats be subject to term limits of two
consecutive terms of four (4) years each?

Statement:

Presently, the Village Charter does not impose term limits on
Commission members.

Proposed Ballot Question No. 3:

Shall the removal procedures for a Charter Officer be streamlined
to only require a simple majority vote of the Commission at any
time?

Statement:

Presently, the Village Charter mandates removal procedures for
Charter Officers which include, suspension with pay pending
removal, adoption of a resolution for removal, formal written notice
and a fifteen (15) day opportunity to respond, and a public hearing,
if requested. If amended, these procedures would be removed and
the Commission could vote to remove a Charter Officer at any time
by a simple majority vote.

(A)

BISCAYNE PARK CHARTER

CITIZENS' BILL OF RIGHTS

This government has been created to protect the governed, not the
governing. In order to provide the public with full and accurate information,
to promote efficient administration management, to make government more
accountable, and to insure to all persons fair and equitable treatment, the
following rights are guaranteed:

Convenient Access. Every person has the right to transact Village
business with a minimum of personal inconvenience. It shall be the
duty of the Mayor, the Commission and the Manager to provide, within
budgetary limitations, reasonably convenient times and places for
registration and voting, for required inspections, and for transacting
business with the Village.

Truth in Government. No Village official or employee shall knowingly
furnish false information on any public matter, nor knowingly omit
significant facts when giving requested information to members of the
public.

Public Records. Records of the Village, its agencies, boards,
committees, authorities and departments shall be open for inspection at
reasonable times and places convenient to the public, to the extent
required by law.

Minutes and Ordinance Register. The Clerk shall maintain and make
available for public inspection a register separate from the minutes
showing the votes of each Commission member on all ordinances and
resolutions listed by descriptive title. The register shall be available for
public inspection not later than 60 days after the conclusion of the
meeting at which action was taken.

Right to be Heard. So far as the orderly conduct of public business
permits, any interested person has the right to appear before the
Commission or agency, board, committee, authority or department for
the presentation, adjustment or determination of an issue, request, or
controversy within the jurisdiction of the Village. Matters shall be
scheduled for the convenience of the public. The Commission shall
adopt agenda procedures and schedule hearings in a manner that will
enhance the opportunity for public participation. Nothing herein shall
prohibit any governmental entity or agency from imposing reasonable
time limits and procedures for the presentation of a matter.

Right to Notice. Persons entitled to notice of a Village hearing shall be
timely informed as to the time, place and nature of the hearing and the
legal authority pursuant to which the hearing is to be held. Failure by
an individual to receive such notice shall not constitute mandatory
grounds for canceling the hearing or rendering invalid any

determination made at such hearing. Copies of proposed ordinances or
resolutions shall be made available at a reasonable time prior to the
hearing, unless the matter involves an emergency ordinance or
resolution.

(7) No Unreasonable Postponements. No matter, once having been placed
on a formal agenda by the Village, shall be postponed to another date
except for good cause shown.

(8)  Right to Public Hearing. Upon a timely written request from any
interested party and after presentation of the facts to and approval by
the Commission, a public hearing shall be held upon any significant
policy decision which is not subject to subsequent administrative or
legislative review and hearing.

At any zoning or other hearing in which review is exclusively by
certiorari, a party or his/her counsel shall be entitled to present his/her
case or defense by oral or documentary evidence, to submit rebuttal
evidence, and to conduct such cross examination as may be required
for a full and true disclosure of the facts. The decision of such agency,
board, department or authority must be based upon the facts in the
record. Procedural rules establishing reasonable time and other
limitations may be promulgated and amended from time to time.

(9)  Notice of Action and Reasons. Prompt notice shall be given of the
denial in whole or in part of a request of an interested person made in
connection with any Village administrative decision or proceeding when
the decision is reserved at the conclusion of the hearing. The notice
shall be accompanied by a statement of the grounds for denial.

(10) Managers' Report. The Manager shall periodically make a public
status report on all major matters pending or concluded within his/her
areas of concern.

(11) Budgeting. In addition to any budget required by state law, the
Manager shall prepare a budget showing the cost of each department
for each budget year. Prior to the Commission's first public hearing on
the proposed budget required by state law, the Manager shall issue a
budget summary setting forth the proposed cost of each individual
department and reflecting the personnel for each department, the
purposes therefore, and the amount of any contingency and carryover
funds.

(B) The foregoing enumeration of citizens' rights vests large and pervasive
powers in the citizenry of the Village. Such power necessarily carries with it
responsibility of equal magnitude for the successful operation of
government in the Village. The orderly, efficient and fair operation of
government requires the participation of individual citizens exercising their
rights with dignity and restraint so as to avoid any sweeping acceleration in

the cost of government because of the exercise of individual prerogatives,
and for individual citizens to grant respect for the dignity of public office.

(C) All provisions of this Bill of Rights shall be construed to be supplementary
to and not in conflict with the general laws of Florida and the Home Rule
Charter of Miami-Dade County, Florida.

ARTICLE I. - CORPORATE EXISTENCE, FORM OF GOVERNMENT,
BOUNDARY AND POWERS

Section 1.01. - Corporate existence.

The municipal corporation now existing and known as the Village of
Biscayne Park (the "Village") shall continue to exist and be known as the Village
of Biscayne Park pursuant to the Constitution of the State of Florida (the
"State") and the Home Rule Charter of Miami-Dade County (the "County"),
Florida.

Section 1.02. - Form of government.
The Village shall have a "Commission-Manager" form of government, with

the Commission consisting of five (5) at-large members, one of whom shall
be the elected as at-large mayor.

Section 1.03. - Corporate boundary.

The corporate boundary of the Village shall be as follows:

Beginning at the Northeast corner of Lot 4, Block 9, Bellevue Biscayne
Subdivision as recorded in the Public Records of Dade County, Florida, in
Plat Book 17, page 29; said beginning point being further described as the
intersection of the Southeasterly right-of-way line of the Dixie Highway and
the Southwesterly right-of-way line of Biscayne Canal, as now laid out and
platted; thence Easterly on a straight line to the intersection of the center
line of Griffing Boulevard and Eighth Street (NE 121st Street) as shown on
a plat of Biscayne Park Estates, recorded in Plat Book 5, page 107, Public
Records of Dade County, Florida, thence east along the center line of Eighth
Street (NE 121st Street) as shown on the following recorded plats: Biscayne
Park Estates, Plat Book 8, page 18, Biscayne Park Estates, Plat Book 15,
page 53, Biscayne Park Estates, Plat Book 8, page 21; Biscayne Park
Estates, Plat Book 7, page 129, Biscayne Park Estates, Plat Book 35, page
44, Palomar, Plat Book 7, page 158, and Palomar, Plat Book 35, page 43,
thence continuing east along NE 121st Street, produced in a straight line,
to its intersection with the Westerly right-of-way line of the Florida East
Coast Railroad; thence Southwesterly along the Westerly right-of-way line

Section 1.04. - Powers.

The Village shall have all available governmental, corporate and proprietary
powers and may exercise them except when prohibited by law. Through the
adoption of this Charter, it is the intent of the electors of the Village that the
municipal government established herein shall have the broadest exercise of
home rule powers permitted under the Constitution and laws of the State.

ARTICLE II. - VILLAGE COMMISSION; MAYOR

Section 2.01. - Village Commission.

The legislative body of the Village shall be known as the Village

Commission (the “Commission”) which shall be composed of four (4)
members who shall be known as commissioners and who shall each be
elected at-large, and one member who shall be known as mayor-
commissioner and he/she shall be elected at large from all the village’s
registered voters. All commission members shall be elected by the
qualified electors on a nonpartisan basis.

Section 2.02. - Mayor and Vice-Mayor.

(A) Mayor. The Mayor shall preside at meetings of the Commission and be a
voting member of the Commission. The Mayor shall be recognized as the

head of Village government for all ceremonial purposes and for purposes of
military law, declaring a state of local emergency, for service of process,
execution of duly authorized contracts, deeds and other documents, and as
the Village official designated to represent the Village in all dealings with
other governmental entities.

(B) Vice-Mayor. During the absence or incapacity of the Mayor, the Vice-
Mayor shall have all the powers, authority, duties and responsibilities of
the Mayor. Semi-annually at such times as established by ordinance of the
Village, each at-large member of the Commission shall serve as Vice-

Mayor for a period of six (6) months asViee-Mayor.
Section 2.03. - Election and term of office.

Election and term of office. The Mayor shall be elected in the manger
provided in Article V of this Charter. Each Commissioner shall be elected
at-large in the manner provided in Article V of this Charter.

Section 2.04. - Candidates.

To qualify for elections, candidates for the Commission shall file a written
notice of candidacy with the Clerk consistent with Article V of this Charter at
such time and in such manner as prescribed by ordinance; and make payment
to the Clerk of any required election assessment fee. Only electors of the Village
who have resided continuously in the Village for at least one year preceding the
date of such filing shall be eligible to hold the office of Commissioner.
Qualifying period shall be coordinated with the Miami-Dade County

Section 2.05. - Vacancies; forfeiture of office; filling of vacancies.

(A) Vacancies. The office of a Commissioner shall become vacant upon
his/her death, resignation, removal from office in any manner authorized
by law, or by forfeiture of his/her office.

(B) Forfeiture of office.

(1) Forfeiture by disqualification. A Commissioner shall forfeit his/her
office if at any time during his/her term s/he: (a) ceases to maintain
his/her permanent residence in the Village; or (b) otherwise ceases to be
a qualified elector of the Village.

(2) Forfeiture determinations shall be determined as provided by law.
Removal procedures by recall election are goverened by the recall
procedures in Article V of this Charter.

(3) Procedures.

If the Commission finds that good cause has
been established, the matter shall be considered concluded. A
Commissioner whose qualifications are in question or who is
otherwise subject to forfeiture of his/her office shall not vote on
matters of qualification, forfeiture, or good cause.

(b) The Commissioner in question may request a public hearing
regarding an alleged forfeiture of office. If a public hearing is
requested, notice thereof shall be published in one or more
newspapers of general circulation in the Village at least two (2)
weeks in advance of the hearing. Any final determination by the
Commission that a Commissioner has forfeited his/her office shall
be made by resolution. All votes and other actions taken by the
Commissioner in question prior to the effective date of such
resolution shall be valid regardless of the grounds of forfeiture.

Vacancy of Commission Office. Commission vacancy shall be filled as
follows:

(@) If less than six{6} nine (9) months remain in the unexpired term,
the vacancy shall be filled by appointment of the Commission made
within thirty (30) calendar days following the occurrence of the
vacancy.

(b) If six{6} nine (9) months or more remain in the unexpired term,
the vacancy shall be filled pursuant to a Special Election which
shall occur within forty five (45) days from the date of said vacancy
or as soon as allowed by the Supervisor of Elections, in no case to
exceed ninety (90) days.

(c) Notwithstanding any quorum requirements established herein, if
at any time the full membership of the Commission is reduced to
less than a quorum, the remaining members may, by majority vote,
appoint additional members until a quorum is achieved to the
extent otherwise permitted or required under this subsection (C).

(d) In the event that all the offices of the Commission are vacated, the
Governor shall appoint interim Commissioners who shall meet the
qualifications under Article II and Article V of this Charter. The
interim Commission shall call a special election within not less than
thirty {30} ninety (90) days but no more than sixty—{60} one
hundred twenty (120) days after such appointment. However, if
there are less than six—{6} nine (9) months remaining in any
unexpired term(s), the interim Commission shall appoint an interim
Commissioner(s) to serve out the unexpired term(s). If a special
election is held, the candidate(s) who receive(s) the most votes will
serve out the longer remaining term(s).

In the event of a vacancy in candidacy caused
by death, withdrawal, or removal from the ballot of a qualified
candidate(s) following the end of the qualifying period which leaves
fewer candidates for the Commission than Commission vacancies, the
remaining candidates shall be elected to office and the remaining vacant
position(s) shall be filled by special election within fertyfive {45} ninety
(90) days of the vacancy or as soon as allowed by the Supervisor of
Elections, but in no case to exceed ninety {90} one hundred twenty

(120) days.
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(@) Any candidates filling a vacancy shall meet the qualifications
specified in this Article II and Article V of this Charter.

(b) If no candidate for a vacancy meets the qualifications under Article
II and Article V of this Charter, the Commission shall appoint a
person qualified under Article II and Article V to fill the vacancy.

Section 2.06. - Compensation; reimbursement for expenses.

Members of the Commission shall receive annual compensation as set by
ordinance by a four-fifths 4/5 majority vote. Members of the Commission shall
receive reimbursement in accordance with applicable law, or as may be
otherwise provided by ordinance, for authorized expenses incurred in the
performance of their official duties.

ARTICLE III. - ADMINISTRATIVE

Section 3.01. - Village Manager.

(A) Village Manager. There shall be a Village Manager (the "Manager") who
shall be the chief administrative officer of the Village. The Manager shall be
responsible to the Commission for the administration of all Village affairs
and for carrying out the policies of the Commission.

(B) Appointment; removal; compensation of the Manager. The Commission
shall appoint the Manager for an-indefinite term two (2) year term. The
appointment shall be ratified by a majority vote of the Commission's total
membership. The Commission may remove the Manager at any time, as
provided for in Section 3.03. The Commission shall fix the compensation
and benefits for the Manager.

(C) Duties of the Manager. The Manager shall:

(1) Be responsible for the hiring, supervision and removal of all Village
employees;

(2) Direct and supervise the administration of all departments and offices
but not Village boards, agencies, committees or authorities, unless so
directed by the Commission from time to time;

(3) Attend all Commission meetings and have the right to take part in
discussion but not the right to vote;

(4) Ensure that all laws, provisions of this Charter and acts of the
Commission, subject to enforcement and/or administration by him/her
or by officers subject to his/her direction and supervision, are faithfully
executed;

(5) Prepare and submit to the Commission a proposed annual budget and
capital program,;
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(6) Submit to the Commission and make available to the public an
annual report on the finances and administrative activities of the Village
as of the end of each fiscal year;

(7) Prepare such other reports as the Commission may require concerning
the operations of Village agencies, boards, committees, authorities or
departments;

(8) Keep the Commission fully advised as to the financial condition and
future needs of the Village and make such recommendations to the
Commission concerning the affairs of the Village as s/he deems to be in
the best interests of the Village;

(9) Execute contracts, deeds and other documents on behalf of the Village
as authorized by the Commission;

(10) Appoint a Clerk. The Manager cannot appoint himself/herself as
Clerk. The Clerk shall give notice of Commission meetings to its
members and the public, shall keep minutes of its proceedings and
shall perform such other duties as the Manager may prescribe from
time to time. The Clerk shall report to the Manager.

(11) Perform such other duties as are specified in this Charter or as may
be required by the Commission.

(D) Absence or disability of the Manager.

By letter filed with the Clerk, the Manager may designate a qualified Village
officer to perform the Manager's duties during a temporary absence or
disability. In the event of the Manager fails to make such designation, or the
person so designated is unsatisfactory to the Commission, the Commission
may by resolution appoint an individual, corporation or other entity to perform
the duties of the Manager during the temporary absence or disability.

(E) Bond of the Manager.

The Commission shall provide by ordinance for the Manager to furnish a
fidelity bond to be approved by the Commission, and in such amount as the
Commission may fix. The Village shall pay the premium of the bond.

Section 3.02. - Village Attorney.

(A) The Commission shall appoint an attorney who is licensed to practice law
in the State of Florida to serve as Village Attorney (the "Attorney") and who
shall serve at the pleasure of the Commission. The Attorney shall act as the
legal advisor to, and attorney and counselor for, the Village and all of its
officers in matters relating to their official duties under such terms,
conditions and compensation as are consistent with this Charter and as
may be established. The Commission at any time may remove the Attorney
as provided in Section 3.03 below.
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(B) When requested by the Commission or Manager, the Attorney shall: (1)
prepare all contracts, bonds and other instruments in writing or shall
endorse on each his/her approval of the form, language and execution
thereof; (2) prosecute and defend, for and on behalf of the Village, all
complaints, suits and controversies in which the Village is a party; (3)
furnish his/her opinion on any question of law relating to their respective
powers and duties; and (4) perform such other professional duties as may
be required by ordinance, by resolution of the Commission, by this Charter,
or such as are prescribed for village attorneys under the general laws of the
State, not inconsistent with this Charter.

(C) No contract with the Village shall be binding upon the Village until the
Attorney has approved such contract for form, language and execution.

Section 3.03. - Removal procedure.

A Charter Officer may be removed by a simple majority vote of the

Commission at any time.

Section 3.04. - Expenditure of Village funds.
No funds of the Village shall be expended except pursuant to duly approved
appropriations.

Section 3.05. - Competitive bid requirement.

Competitive bid procedures shall be established by Ordinance.

Section 3.06. - Village boards, agencies, committees and authorities.

Except as otherwise provided by law, the Commission shall establish or
terminate such boards, agencies, committees and authorities ("Boards") as it
may deem advisable from time to time. The Commission shall appoint members
of the Boards and shall regulate such Boards as provided in the Village Code

of Ordinances throughthe-enactmentof an Ordinanee.
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ARTICLE 1IV. - LEGISLATIVE

Section 4.01. - Commission meeting procedure.

(A) Commission Meetings.

Regular Monthly Commission Meetings. The Commission
shall hold at least eleven (11) regular monthly meetings in
each calendar year, at such times and places as the
Commission may prescribe by rule.

Special Commission Meetings. Special meetings may be

held on the call of the Mayor or upon the call of feur three
(3) members of the Commission and upon no less than
twenty four (24) hours' notice to each member and the
public, or such shorter time as a majority of the Commission
shall deem necessary in case of an emergency affecting life,
health, property or the public peace.

Emergency Commission Meetings. In the event a state

of emergency is declared by the Governor of the State of
Florida, the Miami-Dade County Mayor, or the Village
Mayor, an emergency meeting can be called with less
than twenty-four (24) hours’ notice to the public. The
Commission, Village Attorney, Village Manager, and
Village Clerk are each permitted to attend emergency
Commission meetings remotely using electronic means.
Any decisions made during an emergency meeting of the
Commission must be publicly ratified by resolution
during the following regularly scheduled monthly
Commission meeting.

(B) Rules and journal. The Commission shall determine its own rules of
procedure and order of business and shall keep minutes open for public

inspection.

(C) Quorum and voting.

(1) Any three (3) members of the Commission shall constitute a quorum

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Section 4.02. - Prohibitions.

Appointments and removals. Neither the Commission nor any of its
members shall interfere with the Manager's decision to appoint or remove
any Village administrative officer or employee. However, the Commission
may express its views and fully and freely discuss the appointment or
removal of such officer or employee with the Manager.

Interference with administration.

(1) It is the express intent of this Charter that individual Commissioners
make any recommendations for improvement in Village operations to
the Manager only. Individual Commissioners may discuss any matter of
Village business with the Manager but are strictly prohibited from
directing or otherwise ordering the Manager to take any particular
action.

(2) Except for the purpose of inquiries and investigations made in good
faith, the Commission and its members shall deal with Village officers
and employees who are subordinate to the Manager solely through the
Manager. Neither the Commission nor its members shall give orders
directly to any such officer or employee, either publicly or privately.

(3) Any willful violation of this Section by any member of the Commaission
shall be grounds for removal from office by an action brought by the
State Attorney of Miami-Dade County.

Holding other office. A Commissioner shall not be an employee or
appointed official of the Village while serving his/her term of office. A
former Commissioner shall not become an employee or compensated
appointed official of the Village until one (1) year after leaving office.

Section 4.03. - Action requiring an ordinance.

(A)

In addition to other acts required by law or this Charter to be taken or
effectuated by ordinance, the Commission shall act by ordinance in order
to:

(1) Adopt or amend an administrative regulation or establish, alter or
abolish any Village office, department, board, agency, committee or
authority;

(2) Establish a rule or regulation the violation of which carries a penalty;

(3) Levy taxes, impose special assessments, or appropriate funds;

(4) Grant, renew or extend a franchise;

(5) Set service or user charges for municipal services or grant
administrative authority to set such charges;

(6) Authorize the borrowing of money;

(7) Convey, lease or authorize by administrative action the conveyance or
lease of any lands owned by the Village;

(8) Regulate land use through zoning and other means;

9) Amend or repeal any ordinance previously adopted, except as
otherwise provided in this Charter.

Section 4.04. - Emergency ordinances.

(A) Authorization; form.

(1) To meet a public emergency affecting life, health, property or the
public peace, the Commission may adopt, in the manner provided in
this Section, one or more emergency ordinances, but such ordinances
may not: (a) enact or amend a land use plan or rezone private property;
(b) levy taxes; (c) grant, renew or extend any municipal franchise; (d) set
service or user charges for any municipal services; or (e) authorize the
borrowing of money except as provided under the emergency
appropriations provisions of this Charter.

(2) An emergency ordinance shall be introduced in the form and manner
prescribed for ordinances generally, except that it shall: (a) be plainly
designated as an emergency ordinance in its title; (b) contain a
declaration stating that an emergency exists; and (c) describe the
emergency in clear and specific terms.

(B) Procedure. Upon the affirmative vote of feur{4) three (3) Commissioners
at during a scheduled Commission meeting, an emergency ordinance may
be adopted. After its adoption, the ordinance shall be advertised and
printed as prescribed for other ordinances, and publicly ratified
thereafter by the Commission via resolution at the next regularly
scheduled monthly Commission meeting.

(@] Effective date. Emergency ordinances shall become effective upon
adoption or at such other date as may be specified in the ordinance.

(D) Repeal. Every emergency ordinance except emergency appropriation
ordinances shall automatically be repealed as of the sixty first (61st) day
following its effective date, but this shall not prevent re-enactment of the
ordinance under regular procedures, or if the emergency still exists, in the
manner specified in this Section. An emergency ordinance may also be
repealed by adoption of an ordinance in the manner specified in this
Section for adoption of emergency ordinances.

(E) Emergency appropriations. The Commission may make emergency
appropriations in the manner provided in this Section. To the extent that
there are mno available unappropriated revenues to meet such
appropriations, the Commission may, by affirmative vote of four members,
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enact an emergency ordinance authorizing the issuance of emergency
notes, which may be renewed from time to time, but the emergency notes,
including renewals thereof, shall be payable not later than the last day of
the fiscal year next succeeding the fiscal year in which the emergency
appropriation ordinance was originally adopted.

Section 4.05. - Annual budget adoption.

(A) Balanced budget. Each annual budget adopted by the Commission shall
be a balanced budget.

(B) Budget adoption. The Commission shall by ordinance adopt the annual
budget on or before the last day of September. An ordinance adopting an
annual budget shall constitute appropriations of the amounts specified
therein.

(C) Specific appropriation. The budget shall be specific as to the nature of
each of the department's appropriations. Reasonable appropriations may be
made for contingencies, but only within defined spending categories.

Section 4.06. - Fiscal year.

The fiscal year of the Village government shall begin on the first day of
October and shall end on the last day of September of the following calendar
year. Such fiscal year shall also constitute the annual budget and accounting
year.

Section 4.07. - Appropriation amendments during the fiscal year.

(A) Supplemental appropriations. If, during any fiscal year, revenues in
excess of those estimated in the annual budget are available for
appropriation, the Commission may by ordinance make supplemental
appropriations for the fiscal year up to the amount of such excess.

(B) Reduction of appropriations. If, at any time during the fiscal year, it
appears probable to the Manager that the revenues available will be
insufficient to meet the amounts appropriated, s/he shall report to the
Commission in writing without delay, indicating the estimated amount of
the deficit, and his/her recommendations as to the remedial action to be
taken. The Commission shall then take such action, as it deems
appropriate, to prevent any deficit spending not covered by adequate
unappropriated financial resources including reserves.

Section 4.08. - Authentication, recording and disposition of ordinances,
resolutions and Charter amendments.

(A) Authentication. The Mayor and the Clerk shall authenticate by their
signature all ordinances and resolutions adopted by the Commission. In
addition, when the electors have approved Charter amendments, the Mayor
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and the Clerk shall authenticate by their signatures the Charter
amendment, such authentication to reflect the approval of the Charter
amendment by the electorate.

(B) Recording. The Clerk shall record all ordinances and resolutions enacted
or passed by the Commission in a properly indexed book. Ordinances shall,
at the direction of the Commission, be periodically codified. The Clerk shall
also maintain the Charter in current form as to all amendments.

(C) Printing. The Commission shall, by ordinance, establish procedures for
making all resolutions, ordinances, technical codes adopted by reference,
and this Charter available for public inspection and available for purchase
at a reasonable price.

Section 4.09. - Tax levy and assessments.

The Village shall have the right to levy, assess and collect all such taxes
and assessments as are permitted by law, including but not limited to ad
valorem, excise, franchise or privilege taxes and taxes on services and utilities.

Section 4.10. - Borrowing.

The Commission shall not borrow funds unless:
(A) approved by four Commissioners; and

(B) provided the Commission has first received and approved a feasibility
study from the Manager concluding that sufficient revenues are
available to repay the indebtedness; and

(©) the funds are borrowed for a valid public purpose.

Section 4.11. - Independent audit.

The Commission shall provide for an independent annual audit of all
Village accounts and may provide for more frequent audits, as it deems
necessary. Such audits shall be made by a certified public accountant or firm
of such accountants who have no personal or financial interest or conflict,
direct or indirect, in the fiscal affairs of the Village or any of its officers.
Residency, per se, shall not constitute a direct or indirect interest. A summary
of the results, including any deficiencies found, shall be made public. A written
response to any noted deficiencies shall be the responsibility of the Manager.
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ARTICLE V. - ELECTIONS

Section 5.01. - Term of Office.

(A)Mayor. At each regularly scheduled election of the Village, the
mayoral candidate receiving the highest number of votes shall
receive a four (4) vear term as Mayor.

(B) At-Large Commissioners. At each regularly scheduled election of the
Village, the two candidates receiving the highest number of votes shall
each receive a four year term and the candidate receiving the third
highest number of votes shall receive a two year term.

(C)Term Limits. No person shall serve as a member of the Commission
for more than two (2) consecutive terms of four years each. No
person shall serve as Mayor for more than two (2) consecutive
terms of four (4) vears each. These limitations shall apply to
Commissioner and Mayoral terms separately, and shall not be
combined. These limitations shall not be applied retroactively to
terms served before January 1, 2021.

Section 5.02. - Elections.

(A) Electors. Any person who is a resident of the Village, has qualified as an
elector of the State and registers to vote in the manner prescribed by law
shall be an elector of the Village.

(B) Nonpartisan elections. All elections for the offices of Commissioner shall
be conducted on a nonpartisan basis.

(C) Election dates. A general election shall be held in each even-numbered
year, on the first Tuesday in November, commencing with the general
election of 2016 and every two years subsequent thereto. In the event of a
deadlocked vote for the third position, there shall be candidate
qualifications and run-off election(s) as soon as possible thereafter, upon
coordination with the Miami-Dade County Elections Department. In the
event that there is a deadlock for the second position and the affected
individuals are unable to amicably resolve such deadlock at the first (1 st)
Commission meeting following the general election, the Clerk shall flip a
coin to determine who is to receive the two (2) year term and who is to
receive the four (4) year term. The coin toss shall occur after the affected
individuals have been duly sworn to the Commission.

(D)  General election. The ballot for the general election shall contain the
names of all qualified candidates for Commission vacancy and shall
instruct electors that they may cast one vote for each vacancy being filled in
said election with a maximum of one vote per candidate. The candidate for
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each Commission vacancy receiving the most votes shall be duly elected to
that Commission vacancy.

(E) Run-off election. The ballot for the run-off election shall contain the
names of the candidates eligible for the run-off election. The ballot shall
instruct electors that they may cast one vote for each Commission vacancy.
The candidate receiving the most votes shall be duly elected to that
Commission vacancy.

(F) Special elections. Special elections, when required, shall be scheduled by
the Commission at such times and in such manner as shall be consistent
with this Charter.

(G) Single candidates. No election for any Commission vacancy shall be
required in any election if there is only one duly qualified candidate for any
Commission vacancy.

(H) Absence of Candidates. In the absence of candidate(s) for the
Commission, the Commission shall appoint a person qualified under
Section 2.05 of this Charter.

() Absentee votes. Absentee voting will be permitted as provided by the laws
of the State and under such conditions as may be prescribed by ordinance
from time to time; provided, however, that no ordinance shall limit the right
to vote by absentee ballot available under State law.

(J) Commencement of terms. The term of office of any elected official will
commence within ten (10) days from the date-ef the Miami-Dade County
Supervisor of Elections certifies the election results. The date and time
shall be selected by the €City Village Manager based on availability of the
new Commission.

Section 5.03. - Initiative, referendum and recall.

(A) Power to initiate and reconsider ordinances.

(1) Initiative. The electors of the Village shall have power to propose
ordinances to the Commission. If the Commission fails to adopt a
proposed ordinance the electors shall have the right to consider
adoption of such ordinance at a Village election.

(2) Referendum. The electors of the Village shall have power to require the
Commission to reconsider any adopted ordinance. If the Commission
fails to repeal the ordinance after reconsideration the electors shall have
the right to consider the repeal of such ordinance at a Village election.

(B) Commencement of proceedings.
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(1)

A minimum of ten (10) electors may commence initiative or
referendum proceedings by filing an affidavit with the Clerk which
states the following: (a) name and address of each elector; (b) the
willingness of the ten (10) electors to constitute the petitioners'
committee, circulate the petition and file it in the proper form; (c) the
address to which all notices to the committee shall be sent; and (d) the
identification of the ordinance to be proposed or reconsidered.

Promptly upon the filing of the petitioners' committee affidavit the
Clerk shall validate the electors listed in the affidavit and the Attorney
shall review the Petitioners' proposed ordinance for legal sufficiency.
Once the electors are validated and the proposed ordinance is found to
be legally sufficient, the Clerk shall prepare and issue the appropriate
petition blanks to the petitioners' committee at the committees'
expense.

Number of signatures. Initiative and referendum petitions must be
signed by electors of the Village equal in number to at least ten percent
(10%) of the total number of electors registered to vote at the last
regular Village election.

Form and content. All papers of a petition shall be assembled as one
instrument of filing. Each signature shall be executed in ink and shall
be followed by the printed name and address of the person signing.
Petitions shall contain or have attached thereto throughout their
circulation the full text of the ordinance proposed or sought to be
reconsidered.

Affidavit of circulator. Each paper of a petition shall have attached to
it when filed an affidavit executed by the circulator thereof stating that
s/he personally circulated the paper, the number of signatures thereon,
that all the signatures were affixed in his/her presence, that s/he
believes them to be the genuine signatures of the persons whose names
they purport to be and that each signer had an opportunity, before
signing, to read the full text of the ordinance proposed or sought to be
reconsidered.

Filing deadline. All initiative and referendum petitions must be filed
within sixty (60) days of the date the proceedings for such initiative or
referendum are commenced.

(D)  Procedure for filing.

(1)

Certificate of Clerk; amendment.

(@) Within twenty (20) calendar days after an initiative petition is filed
or within five (5) business days after a referendum petition is filed,
the Clerk shall complete a certificate as to its sufficiency (the

"Certificate"). A copy of the Certificate shall be sent promptly to the
petitioners' committee by registered mail.

(b) If the petition is insufficient, the Clerk shall list the deficiencies in
the Certificate. A petition shall be considered insufficient if it fails to
meet the requirements established in section 5.03(C) of this Charter.

(c) A petition that is certified as insufficient for lack of the required
number of valid signatures may be amended one time if: (i) the
petitioners' committee files a notice of intent to amend with the
Clerk within two (2) business days of receiving a copy of the
Certificate; and (ii) the petitioners' committee files the necessary
required additional valid signatures ("Supplementary Petition")
within ten (10) days of receipt of a copy of the Certificate. The
Supplementary Petition must meet the requirements established in
section 5.03(C) of this Charter.

(d) Within five (5) business days after a Supplementary Petition is
filed, the Clerk shall complete a Certificate as to the sufficiency of
the petition as amended. A copy of the Certificate shall be sent
promptly to the petitioners' committee by registered mail.

() If a petition or amended petition is certified sufficient, or if a
petition or amended petition is certified insufficient and the
petitioners' committee does not elect to amend or request
Commission review under subsection (2) of this section (D) within
the time specified, the Clerk or other official designated by the
Commission shall promptly present the Certificate to the
Commission and such Certificate shall be the final determination as
to the sufficiency of the petition.

Commission review. If a petition has been certified insufficient and the
petitioners' committee does not file notice of intention to amend it or if
an amended petition has been certified insufficient, the committee may,
within two (2) business days after receiving the copy of such Certificate,
file a request that it be reviewed by the Commission. The Commission
shall review the Certificate at its next meeting following the filing of
such request and approve or disapprove it. The Commission's
determination shall then be a final determination as to the sufficiency of
the petition.

(E) Action on petitions.

(1)

Action by Commission. When an initiative or referendum petition has
been determined sufficient, the Commission shall promptly consider the
proposed initiative ordinance or reconsider the referred ordinance. If the
Commission fails to adopt a proposed initiative ordinance without any
change in substance within forty five (45) days or fails to repeal the
referred ordinance within thirty (30) days, it shall submit the proposed
or referred ordinance to the electors of the Village.

Submission to electors. The vote of the electors on a proposed or
referred ordinance shall be held not less than thirty (30) or more than
sixty (60) days from the date the Commission acted or was deemed to
have acted pursuant to this Section. If no regular election is to be held
within the period described in this paragraph, the Commission shall
provide for a special election. Copies of the proposed or referred
ordinance shall be made available at the polls.

Withdrawal of petitions. An initiative or referendum petition may be
withdrawn at any time prior to the fifteenth (15th) day preceding the
day scheduled for a vote of the electorate by filing with the Clerk or
other official designated by the Commission a request for withdrawal
signed by at least four-fifths (4/5ths) of the members of the petitioners'
committee. Upon the filing of such request, the petition shall have no
further force or effect and all proceedings thereon shall be terminated.

(F) Recall. The electors shall have the power to recall and to remove from
office any elected official of the Village to the extent permitted by the
Constitution and laws of the State of Florida.

If a majority of the electors voting on a referred
ordinance vote for repeal, it shall be considered repealed upon
certification of the election results.

Recall. If a majority of the electors voting on a recall vote for recall, the
subject elected official shall be removed from office.

ARTICLE VI. - CHARTER AMENDMENTS

Section 6.01. - Charter amendments.

This Charter may be amended in accordance with the provisions of this
Article and all applicable laws.

Section 6.02. - Procedure to amend.

(A) TFhisCharter may be-amended-by Proposed ballot amendments to this
Charter may be initiated by:

(1)

Ordinance. The Commission may propose amendments to this Charter
by ordinance and shall submit the proposed amendment to a vote of the
electors at the next general election held within the Village or at a
special election called for such purpose.
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(2) Petition. The electors of the Village may propose amendments to this
Charter by petition. The electors proposing such amendment to the
Charter shall follow the same procedures for proposing an ordinance by
initiative as described in this Charter. Upon certification of the
sufficiency of a petition, the Commission shall submit the proposed
amendment to a vote of the electors at a general election or special
election to be held not less than sixty {60} ninety (90) days or more
than one hundred and twenty (120) days from the date on which the
petition was certified.

(B) Results of election. If a majority of the qualified electors voting on a
proposed amendment vote for its adoption, it shall be considered adopted
upon certification of the election results. If conflicting amendments are
adopted at the same election, the one receiving the greatest number of
affirmative votes shall prevail to the extent of such conflict.

ARTICLE VII. - GENERAL PROVISIONS
Section 7.01. - Severability.

If any article, section or part of section of this Charter shall be held invalid
by a court of competent jurisdiction, such holding shall not affect the
remainder of this Charter or the context in which such article, section or part
of section so held invalid may appear, except to the extent that an entire
article, section or part of section may be inseparably connected in meaning and
effect with the article, section or part of section to which such holding shall
directly apply.

Section 7.02. - Conflicts of interest; ethical standards.

All Commissioners, officials and employees of the Village shall be subject to
the standards of conduct for public officers, employees, and appointees set by
Federal, State, County or other applicable law. The Commission may adopt
additional standards of conduct and code of ethics requirements that are not
inconsistent with Federal, State, County or other applicable law.

Section 7.03. - Village personnel system.
All new employments, appointments and promotions of Village officers and

employees shall be made pursuant to written personnel procedures to be
established by the Manager from time to time.

Section 7.04. - Charitable contributions.
The Village shall not make any charitable contribution to any person or

entity, except such contributions as have been approved by four
Commissioners.
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Section 7.05. - Variation of pronouns.

All pronouns and any variation thereof used in this Charter shall be
deemed to refer to masculine, feminine, neutral, singular or plural as the
identity of the person or persons shall require and are not intended to describe,
interpret, define or limit the scope, extent or intent of this Charter.

Section 7.06. - Style and capitalization.
When a defined word is enclosed in quotes and in parentheses after the

definition, that word shall be treated as a defined term in the remainder of this
Charter, when capitalized.

Section 7.07. - No discrimination.
The Village shall not adopt any measure or policy or otherwise discriminate

against any person due to race, religion, color, national origin, physical or
mental disability, creed, sexual orientation, gender, marital or familial status.

Section 7.08. - Calendar day.

For the purposes of this Charter, unless otherwise specified, a day shall
mean a calendar day.
Section 7.09. - Effective date.

The effective date of this Charter shall be ninety (90) days after certification
of the election results.

This Voluntary Cooperation and Operational Assistance Mutual Aid Agreement is made as of
this __ day of , 2020, by and between the TOWN OF MEDLEY, FLORIDA, a Florida
municipal corporation, having its principal office at 7777 NW 72 Avenue, Medley, Florida 33166,
and the VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK, FLORIDA, a Florida municipal corporation having its

principal office at 640 NE 114 Street, Biscayne Park, Florida 33161, and states as follows:

WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of the governments of the Town of Medley, Florida, and the
Village of Biscayne Park, Florida, to ensure the public safety of their citizens by providing adequate

levels of police services to address any foreseeable routine or emergency situation; and

WHEREAS, there is an existing and continuing possibility of the occurrence of law
enforcement problems and other natural and man-made conditions which are, or are likely to be,
beyond the control of the services, personnel, equipment, or facilities of the Town of Medley Police

Department or the Village of Biscayne Park Police Department; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Medley and the Village of Biscayne Park are so located in relation to
each other that it is in the best interest and advantage of each to receive and extend mutual aid in
the form of law enforcement services and resources to adequately respond to:

(1) Continuing, multi-jurisdictional criminal activity, so as to protect the public peace
and safety, and preserve the lives and property of the people; and



(2) Intensive situations including, but not limited to, natural or manmade disasters or
emergencies as defined under Section 252.34, Florida Statutes; and
(3) Joint provision of certain law enforcement services specified herein and allowed

pursuant to Florida Statute 166.0495; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Medley and the Village of Biscayne Park have the authority under The
Mutual Aid Act, Chapter 23, Part |, Florida Statutes, to enter into a combined mutual aid agreement
for law enforcement services which:

(1) Permits voluntary cooperation and assistance of a routine law enforcement nature

across jurisdictional lines; and

(2) Provides for rendering of assistance in a law enforcement emergency.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT KNOWN, that the Town of Medley, a political subdivision of
the State of Florida, and the Village of Biscayne Park a political subdivision of the State of Florida,
in consideration for mutual promises to render valuable aid in times of necessity, do hereby agree

to fully and faithfully abide by and be bound by the following terms and conditions.

SECTION 1. PROVISIONS FOR VOLUNTARY COOPERATION

Each of the aforesaid law enforcement agencies hereby approve and enter into this agreement
whereby each of the agencies may provide voluntary cooperation and assistance of a routine law
enforcement nature across jurisdictional lines. The nature of the law enforcement assistance to be

rendered shall include but not be limited to:

a. Concurrent law enforcement jurisdiction in and throughout the territorial limits of the
Town of Medley and the Village of Biscayne Park for arrests, made pursuant to the laws of
arrest, for felonies and misdemeanors, including arrestable traffic offenses, which
spontaneously take place in the presence of the arresting officer, at such times as the
arresting officer is traveling from place to place on official business outside of his or her

jurisdiction, for



example, to or from court, or at any time when the officer is within the territorial limits
of his or her jurisdiction.

b. Concurrent law enforcement jurisdiction in and throughout the territorial
limits of the Town of Medley and the Village of Biscayne Park for arrests, made pursuant to
the laws of arrest, of persons identified as a result of investigations of any offense
constituting a felony or any act of Domestic Violence as defined in Section 741.28, Florida
Statutes, when such offense occurred in the municipality employing the arresting officer.

¢. Concurrent law enforcement jurisdiction in and upon the jurisdictional waters of the Town of
Medley and the Village of Biscayne Park for arrests, made pursuant to the laws of arrest, for
feloniesand misdemeanors and boating infractions.

d. Participating in exigent situations, without the need for a formal request, including, but
not limited to, area searches for wanted subjects, perimeters, crimes in progress, escaped
prisoners, traffic stops near municipal boundaries, requests for assistance when no
available local units are nearby, calls indicating a crime or incident has occurred in which a
citizen may likely be injured and the assisting municipality is closer to the areathan the officer
receiving the call.

e. Concurrent law enforcement jurisdiction in and throughout the territorial limits of the
Town of Medley and the Village of Biscayne Park for investigations of homicides, sex offenses,
robberies, assaults, batteries, burglaries, larcenies, gambling, motor vehicle thefts, drug
violations pursuant to Chapter 893, Florida Statutes, and inter-agency task forces and/or joint

investigations.

Prior to any officer taking enforcement action pursuant to paragraphs (a) through (e) above,
the officer shall notify the jurisdictionin which the action will be taken, unless exigent circumstances
prevent such prior notification, in which case notification shall be made as soon after the action as
practicable. If the agency having normal jurisdiction responds to the scene the assisting agency's
officer may turn the situation over to them and offer any assistance requested including, but not

limited to, a follow-up written report documenting the event and the actions taken.



These provisions are not intended to grant general authority to conduct investigations,
serve warrants and/or subpoenas or to respond without request to emergencies already being
addressed by the agency of normal jurisdiction, but is intended to address critical, life-threatening or
public safety situations, prevent bodily injury to citizens, or secure apprehension of criminals whom

the law enforcement officer may encounter.

SECTION Il:  PROVISIONS FOR OPERATIONAL ASSISTANCE

The aforesaid law enforcement agencies hereby approve and enter into this agreement
whereby each of the agencies may request and render law enforcement assistanceto the other to
include, but not necessarily be limited to dealing with, the following:

1. Joint multi-jurisdictional criminal investigations.

2. Civil affray or disobedience, disturbances, riots, large protest demonstrations and assemblies,

controversial trials, political conventions, labor disputes, and strikes.

3. Anynatural, technological or manmade disaster.

4. Incidents which require rescue operations and crowd and traffic control measures
including, but not limited to, large-scale evacuations, aircraft and shipping disasters, fires,
explosions, gas line leaks, radiological incidents, train wrecks and derailments, chemical or
hazardous waste spills, and electrical power failures.

. Terrorist activities including, but not limited to, acts of sabotage.
. Escapes from, or disturbances within, prisoner processing facilities.

. Hostage and barricaded subject situations, and aircraft piracy.

PROCEDURE FORREQUESTING OPERATIONAL ASSISTANCE
Mutual aid requested or rendered will be approved by the Chief of Police, or designee.
The Chief of Police, or designee, of the agency whose assistance is sought shall
evaluate the situation and the agency's available resources, consult with his/her
supervisors, if necessary, and will respond in a manner he/she deems appropriate.
The Chief of Police in whose jurisdiction assistance is being rendered may determine
who is authorized to lend assistance in his/her jurisdiction, for how long such
assistance is authorized, and for what purpose such authority is granted. This
authority may be granted either verbally or in writing as the particular situation dictates.
Specific reporting instructions for personnel rendering mutual aid will be included in
the request for mutual aid. In the absence of such reporting instructions, personnel
will report to the ranking on-duty supervisoron the scene.
Communications instructions should be included in each request for mutual aid and each
agency's communications centers will maintain radio contact with each other until the
mutual aid situation has ended.
Incidents requiring mass processing of arrestees, transporting prisoners, and operating
temporary detention facilities will be handled per established procedures of the

requesting agency or Chief of Police involved.



SECTION IV:  COMMAND AND SUPERVISORY RESPONSIBILITY
a. COMMAND:
The personnel and equipment that are assigned by the assisting Chief of Police shall be
under the immediate command of a supervising officer designated by the assisting Chief
of Police. Such supervising officer shall be under the direct supervision and command of

the Chief of Police or his/her designee of the agency requesting assistance.

b. CONFLICTS:
Whenever an officer is rendering assistance pursuant to this agreement, the officer shall
abide by and be subject to the rules and regulations, personnel policies, general
orders, and standard operating procedures of his/her own employer. If any such rule,
regulation, personnel policy, general order or standing operating procedure is contradicted,
contravened or otherwise in conflict with a direct order of a superior officer of the
requesting agency, then such rule, regulation, policy, general order or procedure shall

control and shall supersede the direct order.

c. HANDLING COMPLAINTS:
Whenever there is cause to believe that a complaint has arisen as a result of a
cooperative effort as it may pertain to this agreement, the Chief of Police or his/her
designee of the agency employing the officer who is the subject of the complaint shall be
responsible for the investigation of the complaint. The Chief of Police or designee of the
requesting agency should ascertain at a minimum:

1. The identity of the complainant;

. An address where the complaining party can be contacted;
. The specific allegation; and

4. The identity of the employees accused without regard as to agency affiliation.



If it is determined during the investigation of a complaint that the accused is an employee
of the assisting agency, the above information, with all pertinent documentation gathered during
the receipt and processing of the complaint, shall be forwarded without delay to the agency for
administrative review. The requesting agency may conduct a review of the complaint to
determine if any factual basis for the complaint exists and/or whether any of the employees of

the requesting agency violated any of their agency's policies or procedures.

SECTION V: LIABILITY

Each party engaging in any mutual cooperation and assistance, pursuant to this agreement,
agrees to assume responsibility for the acts, omissions or conduct of such party's own
employees while engaged in rendering such aid pursuant to this agreement, subject to the

provisions of Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, where applicable.

SECTION VI: POWERS, PRIVILEGES, IMMUNITIES AND COSTS
a. Employees of the Town of Medley and the Village of Biscayne Park when actually
engaging in mutual cooperation and assistance outside of their normal jurisdictional
limits but inside this State, under the terms of this agreement, shall, pursuant to the
provisions of Section 23.127 (1), Fla. Stat. (as amended), have the same powers, duties,
rights, privileges and immunities as if the employee was performing duties inside the

employee's political subdivision in which normally employed.

b. Each party agrees to furnish necessary personnel equipment, resources and facilities
and to render services to each other party to this agreement as set forth above;
provided, however, that no party shall be required to deplete unreasonably its own

personnel, equipment, resources, facilities, and services in furnishing such mutual aid.

c. The political subdivision that furnishes equipment pursuant to this agreement
must bear the cost of loss or damage to that equipment and must pay any expense

incurred in the operation and maintenance of that equipment.



d. The political subdivision furnishing aid pursuant to this agreement shall compensate its
employees during the time of the rendering of aid and shall defray (provide for the
payment of) the actual travel and maintenance expenses of its employees while they
are rendering aid, including any amounts paid or due for compensation for personal

injury or death while its employees are rendering aid.

e. The privileges and immunities from liability, exemption from laws, ordinances and rules,
and pension, insurance, relief, disability, workers' compensation, salary, death, and other
benefits that apply to the activity of an employee of an agency when performing the
employee's duties within the territorial limits of the employee's agency apply to the
employee to the same degree, manner, and extent while engaged in the performance of
the employee's duties extraterritorially under the provisions of this mutual aid

agreement. This sectionapplies to paid, volunteer, reserve and auxiliary employees.

f. Nothing herein shall prevent the requesting agency from requesting supplemental
appropriations from the governing authority having budgeting jurisdiction to reimburse
the assisting agency for any actual costs or expenses incurred by the assisting agency

performing hereunder.

SECTION VII: FORFEITURES

It is recognized that during the course of the operation of this agreement, property subject to
forfeiture under Sections 932.701- 932.707, Florida Statutes, known as the "Florida Contraband
Forfeiture Act," may be seized. The property shall be seized, forfeited, and equitably distributed among
the participating agencies in proportion to the amount of investigation and participation performed by

each agency pursuant of the provisions of the "Florida Contraband Forfeiture Act."

SECTION VIII:  INSURANCE
Each political subdivision shall provide, upon request, satisfactory proof of liability insurance

by one or more of the means specifiedin Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, in an



amount which is, in the judgment of the governing body of that political subdivision, at least adequate
to cover the risk to which that party may be exposed. Should the insurance coverage, however
provided, of any party be canceled or undergo material change, that party shall notify all parties to
this agreement of such change within ten (10) days of receipt of the notice or actual knowledge of

such change.

SECTION IX: EFFECTIVE DATE
This agreement shall take effect upon execution and approval by the hereinafter named
officials and shall continue in full force and effect until ,2024. Under no circumstances

may this agreement be renewed, amended or extended except in writing.

SECTION X: CANCELLATION
Either party may cancel its participation in this agreement upon delivery of written notice to

the other political subdivision.

DEPARTMENT FUNDED AGREEMENT
BETWEEN THE
FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION
AND
VILLAGE OF BISCAYNE PARK

This Agreement, is made and entered into this day of ,20__, byand
between the State of Florida Department of Transportation, a component agency of the State of
Florida, hereinafter referred to as the ‘DEPARTMENT”’, and Village of Biscayne Park, a municipal
corporation of the State of Florida, hereinafter referred to as the ‘LOCAL GOVERNMENT".

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, the DEPARTMENT has jurisdiction and maintains State Road 915 (NE 6"
Avenue) from Biscayne Canal to NE 121% Street in the LOCAL GOVERNMENT; and

WHEREAS, the DEPARTMENT, at the LOCAL GOVERNMENT’s request, has agreed
to compensate the LOCAL GOVERNMENT for the maintenance of turf and landscape, hereinafter
referred to as the ‘PROJECT”’, and

WHEREAS, the LOCAL GOVERNMENT recognizes that the State Right-of-Way
contains turf and landscape, which requires ongoing maintenance; and

WHEREAS, the DEPARTMENT has programmed funding for the PROJECT under
Financial Project Number 252372-3-78-01, and has agreed to compensate the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT for turf and landscape maintenance services as further described in Exhibit “A”
— Scope of Services, and in accordance with the provisions of Exhibit “B” — Financial Summary,
which exhibits are attached hereto, and incorporated by reference; and

WHEREAS, the parties hereto mutually recognize the need for entering into an Agreement
designating and setting forth the responsibilities of each party; and

WHEREAS, the LOCAL GOVERNMENT is aware this Agreement will supplement all
maintenance requirements between the DEPARTMENT and the LOCAL GOVERNMENT for
all previously executed Permits and Agreements; and

WHEREAS, the parties are authorized to enter into this Agreement pursuant to Section
339.08(e) and 339.12, Florida Statutes (F.S.);

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises, the mutual covenants and other
valuable considerations contained herein, the receipt and sufficiency of which are acknowledged,
the parties agree as follows:
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INCORPORATION OF RECITALS

The foregoing recitals are true and correct and are incorporated into the body of this
Agreement, as if fully set forth herein.

a.

. GENERAL REQUIREMENTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall submit this Agreement to its LOCAL
GOVERNMENT Council/Commission for ratification or approval by resolution. A
copy of said resolution is attached hereto as Exhibit “D” - Local Government’s
Resolution, and is herein incorporated by reference.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall not commence the PROJECT until the effective
date of this Agreement, which shall be the date reflected on the written notice to
proceed, and the DEPARTMENT shall not compensate the LOCAL GOVERNMENT
for any PROJECT work undertaken prior to the effective date of this Agreement.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall be responsible for the maintenance of all areas that
have turf and landscape within the DEPARTMENT’s right-of-way (the project limits)
as described in Exhibit “A”.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall be responsible for performing the required
maintenance within the project limits with the minimum frequencies stipulated in
Exhibit “A”.

All turf and landscape maintenance shall be in accordance with the latest edition of the
State of Florida “Guide for Roadside Mowing” and the latest edition of the
“Maintenance Rating Program”, and Index 546 of the latest FDOT Design Standards.

Before the LOCAL GOVERNMENT starts the work, the DEPARTMENT shall be
notified, via fax or e-mail. The fax or e-mail shall be sent to the attention of the

North Miami-Dade Maintenance Engineer, Ivanohe Hernandez, P.E. at (305) 640-7165
or ivanohe.hernandez@dot.state.fl.us

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall not be responsible for the clean-up, removal and
disposal of debris from the DEPARTMENT s right of way following a natural disaster
(i.e. hurricane, tornados, etc.). However, the cost of any cycle or part thereof impaired
by any such event may be deducted from the DEPARTMENT’s affected quarterly
payment to the LOCAL GOVERNMENT.

It is understood between the parties hereto that all the landscaping covered by this
Agreement may be removed, relocated or adjusted at any time in the future as found
necessary by the DEPARTMENT in order that the adjacent state road be widened,
altered or otherwise changed and maintained to meet with future criteria or planning of
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the DEPARTMENT.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall not plant additional landscaping within the limits
of the PROJECT, without prior written approval by the DEPARTMENT, in accordance
with Florida Administrative Code Rule 14-40.003. Such approval shall be in the form
of a separate written agreement that will require the LOCAL GOVERNMENT to
properly construct and maintain the additional landscaping without compensation from
the DEPARTMENT.

This Agreement shall not obligate the DEPARTMENT to pay the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT to maintain any additional landscaping, planted after the effective
date of this Agreement, within the limits of the PROJECT, and shall not obligate the
LOCAL GOVERNMENT to maintain any such additional landscaping.

Payments to the LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall be made in accordance with Sections
3 and 5 of this Agreement.

3. FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

a.

The DEPARTMENT agrees to compensate the LOCAL GOVERNMENT, up to the
maximum participating annual amount of $2,856.00 for completion of the services
described in Exhibit “A” — Scope of Services. The method of compensation is included
in Exhibit “B” — Financial Summary.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall provide quantifiable, measurable, and verifiable
units of deliverables. Each deliverable must specify the required minimum level of
service to be performed and the criteria for evaluating successful completion. The
PROJECT, identified as PROJECT Number 252372-3-78-01, and the quantifiable,
measurable, and verifiable units of deliverables, consisting of the performance
measures services required to perform the PROJECT Scope of Services described in
Exhibit “A”. (Section 287.058(1)(d) and (e), F.S.),

Invoices shall be submitted by the LOCAL GOVERNMENT in detail sufficient for a
proper pre-audit and post audit based on the quantifiable, measurable and verifiable
units of deliverables as established in Exhibit “A”, accompanied by the duly executed
certification document in Exhibit “C”, thereby establishing that the Scope of Services
described in Exhibit “A” have been completed. Deliverables must be received and
accepted in writing by the DEPARTMENT’s Project Manager prior to payments.
(Section 287.058 (1)(a), F.S.)

Supporting documentation must establish that the deliverables were received and
accepted in writing by the LOCAL GOVERNMENT, or performed by the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT, and must also establish that the required minimum level of service
to be performed based on the criteria for evaluating successful completion as specified
in Exhibit “A” — Scope of Services was met (see Exhibit “C” — Turf and Landscape
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JPA Work Certification Document).

There shall be no reimbursement or compensation for travel expenses under this
Agreement.

Payment shall be made only after receipt and approval of goods and/or services unless
advance payments are authorized by the Chief Financial Officer of the State of Florida
under Chapters 215 and 216, F.S. If the DEPARTMENT determines that the
performance of the LOCAL GOVERNMENT is unsatisfactory, the DEPARTMENT
shall notify the LOCAL GOVERNMENT of the deficiency to be corrected, which
correction shall be made within a time-frame to be specified by the DEPARTMENT.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall, within five days after notice from the
DEPARTMENT, provide the DEPARTMENT with a corrective action plan describing
how the LOCAL GOVERNMENT will address all issues of contract non-performance,
unacceptable performance, failure to meet the minimum performance levels,
deliverable deficiencies, or contract non-compliance. If the corrective action plan is
unacceptable to the DEPARTMENT, the LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall be assessed
a non-performance retainage equivalent to 10% of the total invoice amount. The
retainage shall be applied to the invoice for the then-current billing period. The
retainage shall be withheld until the LOCAL GOVERNMENT resolves the deficiency.
If the deficiency is subsequently resolved, the LOCAL GOVERNMENT may bill the
DEPARTMENT for the retained amount during the next billing period. If the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT is unable to resolve the deficiency, the funds retained may be
forfeited at the end of the Agreement’s term. (Section 287.058(1)(h), F.S.).

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT providing goods and/or services to the DEPARTMENT
should be aware of the following time frames. Inspection and approval of goods or
services shall take no longer than 5 working days unless the bid specifications, purchase
order, or contract specifies otherwise. The DEPARTMENT has 20 days to deliver a
request for payment (voucher) to the Department of Financial Services. The 20 days
are measured from the latter of the date the invoice is received or the goods or services
are received, inspected, and approved. (Section 215.422(1), F.S.).

If a payment is not available within 40 days, a separate interest penalty at a rate as
established pursuant to Section 55.03(1), F.S., will be due and payable, in addition to
the invoice amount, to the LOCAL GOVERNMENT. Interest penalties of less than one
(1) dollar will not be enforced unless the LOCAL GOVERNMENT requests payment.
Invoices that have to be returned to LOCAL GOVERNMENT because of LOCAL
GOVERNMENT preparation errors will result in a delay in the payment. The invoice
payment requirements do not start until a properly completed invoice is provided to the
DEPARTMENT. (Section 215.422(3)(b), F.S.)

A Vendor Ombudsman has been established within the DEPARTMENT of Financial
Services. The duties of this individual include acting as an advocate for LOCAL

g. Records of costs incurred under the terms of this Agreement shall be maintained and
made available upon request to the DEPARTMENT at all times during the period of
this Agreement and for five (5) years after final payment is made. Copies of these
documents and records shall be furnished to the DEPARTMENT upon request.
Records of costs incurred include the LOCAL GOVERNMENT's general accounting
records and the PROJECT records, together with supporting documents and records,
of the contractor and all subcontractors performing work on the PROJECT, and all
other records of the Contractor and subcontractors considered necessary by the
DEPARTMENT for a proper audit of costs. (Section 287.058(4), F.S.)

h.  Inthe event this contract is for services in excess of $25,000.00 and a term for a period
of more than 1 year, the provisions of Section 339.135(6)(a), F.S., are hereby
incorporated:

"The DEPARTMENT, during any fiscal year, shall not expend money, incur
any liability, or enter into any contract which, by its terms, involves the
expenditure of money in excess of the amounts budgeted as available for
expenditure during such fiscal year. Any contract, verbal or written, made in
violation of this subsection is null and void, and ho money may be paid on
such contract. The DEPARTMENT shall require a statement from the
Comptroller of the DEPARTMENT that such funds are available prior to
entering into any such contract or other binding commitment of funds. Nothing
herein contained shall prevent the making of  contracts for periods
exceeding 1 year, but any contract so made shall be executory only for the
value of the services to be rendered or agreed to be paid for in succeeding fiscal
years; and this paragraph shall be incorporated verbatim in all contracts
of the DEPARTMENT which are for an amount in excess of $25,000.00 and
which have a term for a period of more than 1 year."

I. The DEPARTMENT s obligation to pay is contingent upon an annual appropriation by
the Florida Legislature. (Section 216.311, F.S.)

a. The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall submit quarterly invoices for DEPARTMENT
review, approval, and payment in accordance with this Agreement. Quarterly payments
will be made upon invoice approval in an amount not to exceed one fourth of the
eligible PROJECT costs. Each invoice shall include a completed Turf and Landscape
JPA Work Certification Document (Exhibit “C”) certifying that the goods and/or
services to be completed and paid under this Agreement have been satisfactorily
completed and delivered in accordance with the required Scope of Work in Exhibit
“A”.

b.  In the event temporary work by the DEPARTMENT’s forces or by other Contractors
temporarily prevent the LOCAL GOVERNMENT from performing the work described
in this Agreement, the DEPARTMENT shall deduct from the affected quarterly
payment(s) the acreage affected area and only compensate the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT for the actual work it performs.

i.  The DEPARTMENT shall initiate this procedure only if the temporary work
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prevents the LOCAL GOVERNMENT from performing its work for a period
of one (1) month or longer.

c. Inthe event this Agreement is terminated as established in Section 8 herein, payment
will be prorated within the quarter in which termination occurs. The prorated payment
shall be for approved work meeting the requirements stipulated in this Agreement.

6. FINANCIAL CONSEQUENCES

Payment shall be made only after receipt and approval of goods and services unless advance
payments are authorized by the Chief Financial Officer of the State of Florida under Chapters
215 and 216, F.S. Deliverable(s) must be received and accepted in writing by the Contract
Manager on the DEPARTMENT's invoice transmittal forms prior to payment. If the
DEPARTMENT determines that the performance of the LOCAL GOVERNMENT is
unsatisfactory, the DEPARTMENT shall notify the LOCAL GOVERNMENT of the
deficiency to be corrected, which correction shall be made within thirty (30) calendar days by
the LOCAL GOVERNMENT. The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall, within five (5) days after
notice from the DEPARTMENT, provide the DEPARTMENT with a corrective action plan
describing how the LOCAL GOVERNMENT will address all issues of contract non-
performance, unacceptable performance, failure to meet the minimum performance levels,
deliverable deficiencies, or contract non-compliance. If the corrective action plan is
unacceptable to the DEPARTMENT, the DEPARTMENT may, at its option, proceed as
follows:

a. The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall be assessed a non-performance retainage
equivalent to 10% of the total invoice amount.

b.  Maintain the median or roadside area(s) declared deficient with DEPARTMENT
and/or a Contractor’s material, equipment and personnel. The actual cost for such work
will be deducted from the DEPARTMENT s affected quarterly payment to the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT; or

c.  Terminate this Agreement.

EXPIRATION/RENEWAL

This Agreement is for a term of one (1) year beginning on the effective date of this Agreement,
which shall be the date reflected on the written notice to proceed, and may be renewed twice,
only if mutually agreed to in writing by the DEPARTMENT and the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT. Any such renewal shall be subject to the same terms and conditions set
forth in this Agreement, and shall be contingent upon both satisfactory LOCAL
GOVERNMENT performance evaluations by the DEPARTMENT and the availability of
funds.

This Agreement may be extended if mutually agreed in writing by both parties, for a period
not to exceed six (6) months and shall be subject to the same terms and conditions set forth in
this Agreement. There shall be only one (1) extension of this Agreement.

TERMINATION

This Agreement, or part hereof, is subject to termination under any one of the following
conditions:

a. Inthe event the DEPARTMENT exercises the option identified by Section 6 of this
Agreement.

b.  As mutually agreed by both parties.

c.  Inaccordance with Section 287.058(1)(c), F.S., the DEPARTMENT shall reserve the
right to unilaterally cancel this Agreement if the LOCAL GOVERNMENT refuses to
allow public access to any or all documents, papers, letters, or other materials made or
received by the LOCAL GOVERNMENT pertinent to this Agreement which are
subject to provisions of Chapter 119, of the F.S.

ENTIRE AGREEMENT

This Department Funded Agreement is the entire Agreement between the parties hereto, and it
may be modified or amended only by mutual consent of the parties in writing.

GOVERNING LAW

This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of
Florida.

AMENDMENT

This Agreement may be amended by mutual agreement of the DEPARTMENT and the
LOCAL GOVERNMENT expressed in writing, executed and delivered by each party.

INVALIDITY

If any part of this Agreement shall be determined to be invalid or unenforceable, the remainder
of this Agreement shall not be affected thereby, if such remainder continues to conform to the
terms and requirements of applicable law.

INDEMNIFICATION

Subject to Section 768.28, Florida Statutes, as may be amended from time to time, the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT shall promptly indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless the
DEPARTMENT, its officers, agents, representatives and employees from any and all losses,
expenses, fines, fees, taxes, assessments, penalties, costs, damages, judgments, claims,
demands, liabilities, attorneys fees, (including regulatory and appellate fees), and suits of any
nature or kind whatsoever caused by, arising out of, or related to the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT ’s negligent exercise or of its responsibilities as set out in this AGREEMENT,
including but not limited to, any negligent act, negligent action, negligence or omission by the
LOCAL GOVERNMENT, its officers, agents, employees or representatives in the
performance of this AGREEMENT, whether direct or indirect, except that neither the LOCAL
GOVERNMENT nor any of its officers, agents, employees or representatives will be liable
under this provision for damages arising out of injury or damages caused or resulting from the
negligence of the DEPARTMENT.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT’s obligation to indemnify, defend and pay for the defense of
the DEPARTMENT, or at the DEPARTMENT’s option, to participate and associate with the
DEPARTMENT in the defense and trial of any claim and any related settlement negotiations,
shall be triggered immediately upon the LOCAL GOVERNMENT’s receipt of the
DEPARTMENT s notice of claim for indemnification. The notice of claim for indemnification
shall be deemed received if the DEPARTMENT sends the notice in accordance with the formal
notice mailing requirements set forth in Section 5 of this AGREEMENT. The
DEPARTMENT’s failure to notify the LOCAL GOVERNMENT of a claim shall not release
the LOCAL GOVERNMENT of the above duty to defend and indemnify the DEPARTMENT.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT shall pay all costs and fees related to this obligation and its
enforcement by the DEPARTMENT. The indemnification provisions of this section shall
survive termination or expiration of this AGREEMENT, but only with respect to those claims
that arose from acts or circumstances which occurred prior to termination or expiration of this
AGREEMENT.

The LOCAL GOVERNMENT’s evaluation of liability or its inability to evaluate liability
shall not excuse the LOCAL GOVERNMENT’s duty to defend and indemnify the
DEPARTMENT under the provisions of this section. Only an adjudication or judgment, after
the highest appeal is exhausted, specifically finding the DEPARTMENT was negligent shall
excuse performance of this provision by the LOCAL GOVERNMENT.

Background
Presently, this ordinance section limits board members from reapplying to boards for one

year after resigning for any reason, including but not limited to when they run for public
office (which is required to run for Commissioner). Biscayne Park should encourage all
qualified residents to volunteer their time and expertise to the village (at no charge) and
be grateful of their interest in helping the village. The limitation in this section does not
benefit the village in any way and should be removed.

Sec. 2-30. - General rules and policies.

d(3) Resignation of members. Members of boards and committees may resign at any time. A member
who resigns will not be eligible for appointment to the same board or committee for a one-year

Background

In the last 10 weeks of 2019, the Village Commission (consisting of only three members)
approved by a vote of 2/1 substantial changes to the Village’s Code sections governing
Code Compliance. During the discussion leading up to the enactment of these changes
and at the Public Hearings on Ordinance 2019-05 all public comments strongly urged
against those changes, and all members of the Code Compliance Board tendered their
resignations in protest. The targeted amendments proposed here attempt to address the
community concerns over the magistrate process established by Ordinance 2019-05.

This proposal also present an opportunity to broaden the range of views represented on

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Boards and Committees by reverting to the 2010 version of the appointment process
whereby each Commissioner is given the opportunity to appoint a member to each Board,
rather than the current appointments which are made by a simple majority vote. What
may have once been considered a collegial acceptance-by-acclamation approach has
had a chilling effect, suppressing minority perspectives on Village board, which is
counterintuitive to good governance.

Village Resolution No. 2013-22 sets a policy for submission of an ordinance, whereby a
discussion item is required on a Commission Meeting agenda to gain Commission
approval before the Village Attorney drafts an ordinance for first and second reading. This
item is therefore brought for consideration and request that the proposals be moved as
efficiently and expeditiously as possible.

Resource Impact

The impacts on resource include drafting of targeted language by Village Attorney and
advertising the second reading of an ordinance to correct Ord. 2019-05. These proposals
will also minimize costs related to magistrate fees and the future adjustments of the Code
Board and/or Magistrate processes by resolution.

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EMPLOYMENT AGREEMENT

This is an agreement entered into this 6™ day of June, 2017 between the Village
of Biscayne Park and Krishan Manners to provide for the employment of Krishan
Manners as Village Manager of the Village of Biscayne Park, Florida, and to set forth the
terms and conditions of his employment and the mutual obligations, rights and duties of
each party.

Now, therefore, in consideration of the mutual promises as set forth in this
Agreement, the Village of Biscayne Park, Florida (the “Village”) and Krishan Manners
(“Village Manager™) agree as follows:

Section 1. Duties

A. The Village Commission employs Krishan Manners as Village Manager
of the Village of Biscayne Park, Florida to perform the functions and duties as specified
in Section 3.01 the Village Charter, and to perform such other legally permissible and
proper duties as required by the Village Commission from time to time.

B. The Village Manager shall perform the duties of Village Manager of the
Village in accordance with the terms, conditions and provisions contained in this
Agreement and the Charter in a professional and respectable fashion required of village
managers generally and as required by the standards of the Code of Ethics of the
International City/County Management Association. The Village Manager recognizes
that the position of Village Manager is not and cannot be an hourly type employment and
agrees to devote an amount of time and energy reasonably necessary for the Village
Manager to fully perform the duties required under this Agreement. Thus, the Village
Manager shall spend sufficient hours at the Village to perform the Village Manager’s
duties and carry out his responsibilities.

Section 2. Term of Agreement

A. The term of this Agreement shall be for an initial term beginning
retroactively on May 2, 2017 (“Effective Date”), and concluding on September 30, 2020,
unless otherwise terminated, as set forth below. This Agreement shall remain in full
force and effect until terminated by the Village Commission or the resignation of Village
Manager pursuant to Sections 7 and 8 below. The Village Manager shall serve at the
pleasure of the Village Commission and nothing in this Agreement shall prevent, limit or
otherwise interfere with the right of the Village Commission to terminate the services of
the Village Manager at any time, subject only to the provisions set forth in Section 7 of
this Agreement.

B. Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent, limit or otherwise interfere with
the right of the Village Manager to resign at any time from the position of Village
Manager, subject only to the provisions set forth in Section 8 of this Agreement.

C. After September 30, 2020, this Agreement shall be renewed annually until
either the Village Commission terminates the Agreement as specified in Section 7 or the
Village Manager terminates the Agreement as specified in Section 8.

Section 3. Exclusive Employment and Qutside Consulting/ Teaching

The Village Manager agrees to remain in the exclusive employment of the
Village. Recognizing that certain outside consulting or teaching opportunities provide
indirect benefits to the Village and the community, the Village Manager may elect to
accept limited teaching, consulting or other business opportunities with prior Village
Commission approval. Any outside consulting or teaching arrangements shall not
commence before the completion of the probationary period or interfere with the Village
Manager’s performance of his duties hereunder or constitute a conflict of interest with his
responsibilities under this Agreement. The Village Commission may restrict or revoke
approval of any outside employment when it deems necessary.

Section 4. Effective Date
This Agreement shall be effective retroactive to May 2, 2017.

Section 5. Salary

The Village agrees to pay the Village Manager for his services under this
Agreement an annual base salary of $82,000.00, payable in installments at the same time
as other Village employees are paid. This salary, and any other benefits provided in this
Agreement, is subject to all legally required deductions.

Section 6. Evaluations/Probation Period

A. The Village Manager shall serve a six (6) month probationary period,
retroactive to the Effective Date of this Agreement.

B. Within thirty (30) days after the probationary period, the Village
Commission shall evaluate the performance of the Village Manager. Thereafter, the
Village Commission shall evaluate the Village Manager on or before October 1% of each
year. The evaluation shall be in a form the Commission deems appropriate based on
criteria developed by the Village Commission in consultation with the Village Manager.
The Village Manager will place on the agenda prior to October 1* of each year an item
addressing his evaluation. The Village Commission shall determine the amount of any
merit increase prior to the end of each fiscal year.

C. At the time of the scheduled evaluations, the Village Commission will
consider any potential increases in the Village Manager’s salary, benefits and allowances,
based on performance.

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Section 7. Termination by the Village and Severance Pay

A. In the event the Village Commission wishes to terminate the Village
Manager, it shall do so in accordance with Section 3.03 of the Charter and the provisions
of this Agreement.

B. Should the Village Commission terminate the services of the Village
Manager "without cause," the Village Manager shall receive a severance payment in
accordance with this Agreement.

C. The Village Manager shall not be entitled to severance during the
probationary period. After completion of the probationary period, the Village Manager
shall be entitled to severance pay equal to four (4) weeks. For each year thereafter, the
Village Manager shall be entitled to four (4) additional weeks per year of service, with a
cap of sixteen (16) weeks total severance, consistent with state law. The severance shall
be paid in two (2) equal payments: the first upon separation from the Village, the second
within thirty (30) days thereafter. Severance pay shall not be construed as compensation
for services performed and severance payment shall not include automobile, cell phone
allowance, earned and accrued annual, sick, compensatory, or administrative leave, or
other similar benefits. Said payment of severance benefits made under this paragraph
shall constitute full and complete payment and satisfaction of any claim the Village
Manager may have against the Village arising under, or related to this Agreement or
otherwise.

D. In the event the Village Manager is terminated for just cause, such
termination will take effect immediately and the Village shall have no obligation to pay
the amounts outlined in this Agreement except for any accrued and unpaid salary and
benefits earned, consistent with Village policies, including leave policies, all earned paid
holidays and other time noted in Section 13 of this Agreement. For the purposes of this
Agreement, just cause is defined and limited to mean (1) breach of any material term or
condition of this Agreement after ten (10) days written notice and an opportunity to cure
(opportunity to cure not required if incurable offense); (2) misconduct in office such as an
act of fraud or dishonesty; (3) misconduct as defined in Florida Statute, Section
443.036(29) in which case, by statute, such payment would be prohibited; (4) gross
insubordination; (5) willful neglect of duty; (6) a knowing or intentional violation of the
International City/County Management Association, Florida or Miami-Dade County
conflict of interest and code of ethics laws and Village Charter; (7) moral turpitude; or,
(8) conviction of any criminal act (except for minor traffic infractions).

E. Although this Agreement expires September 30, 2020, the Agreement is a
continuing contract, which automatically renews annually unless expressly terminated by
either party. If the Agreement expires without being continued, severance consistent with
this Section will be provided.

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Section 8. Termination by the Village Manager

The Village Manager may terminate this Agreement at any time by delivering to
the Mayor and members of the Village Commission a written notice at least thirty (30)
days prior to the effective date of his resignation, unless the parties otherwise agree in
writing. If the Village Manager voluntarily resigns pursuant to this Section, the Village
shall pay to the Village Manager all accrued compensation due to Village Manager up to
his final day of employment. The Village shall have no further financial obligation to the
Village Manager pursuant to this Agreement. This subsection shall not prevent the
Village Manager from collecting any money earned as a result of participation in the
Village's deferred retirement program, if any.

Section 9. Automobile Allowance and Communications Equipment

A. The Village Manager is required to be on call for twenty four (24) hours a
day and therefore, the Village shall provide a four hundred dollar ($400.00) per month
vehicle allowance for use of his private automobile. The amount may be increased from
time to time upon approval by the Village Commission. The Village agrees to reimburse
Village Manager for mileage for travel that the Commission determines is extensive and
out of the ordinary, such as seminars outside the South Florida area with prior approval of
the Village Commission.

B. The Village Manager shall be provided with a cell phone allowance of
$100.00 per month for the use of a “smart” phone and associated service plan (“Cell
Phone Allowance”).

Section 10.  Dues and Subscriptions

The Village Manager agrees to maintain his membership with the International
City/County Management Association, Miami-Dade City County Management
Association and the Florida City/County Management. The Village agrees to pay Village
Manager's professional dues for membership in the International City/County
Management Association, Miami-Dade City County Management Association and the
Florida City/County Management Association. The Village shall not be obligated to pay
other dues and subscriptions on behalf of Village Manager, including necessary
continuing education unit credits, unless approved in the Village's annual budget (on a
line item basis) or as authorized separately by the Village Commission.

Section 11.  Professional Development

A. The Village agrees to pay for the Village Manager's travel and attendance
at seminars and conferences requested by the Manager and approved by the Commission
consistent with the Village budget or as authorized separately by the Village
Commission.
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B. The Village recognizes that certain expenses of a non-personal nature but
job-related nature are incurred by the Village Manager, and agrees to reimburse or to pay
said general expenses, including local expenses for parking, transportation, membership
in organizations contributing to a member’s ability to fulfill leadership roles and
communication expenses. The Commission’s authorization to disburse such monies shall
be upon the furnishing of receipts, statements or personal affidavits.

Section 12. Community Involvement

The Village recognizes the desirability of representation in and before local civic
and other organizations, and encourages the Village Manager to participate in these
organizations to foster a continuing awareness of the Village's activities as well as the
community's attitudes and ideas.

Section 13. Time Off

A. The Village Manager will be entitled to the same paid holidays as all other
full-time employees of the Village.

B. The Village Manager shall be entitled to leave consistent with Section 12
of the Village’s Personnel Rules and Regulations, as amended from time to time. Both
the Village and the Village Manager recognize a need to amend Section 12 and the
Village Manager will address that issue before the next fiscal year.

C. Compensation Time. In recognition of the fact that the Village Manager is
expected and will be regularly working in excess of forty (40) hour work weeks, the
Village Manager shall receive, on October 1% of each year, forty (40) hours in
compensatory time. This time must be used during the fiscal year that he receives the
compensatory time, or such time will expire. In addition, this time will not be paid out
upon separation, whether by resignation or termination.

Section 14. Health and Dental Insurance

The Village Manager shall be provided the same health insurance coverage as
provided to all other non-union full-time employees of the Village, in accordance with
the Village’s Personnel Rules and Regulations. The Village Manager agrees to be
responsible for any additional insurance (i.e., dental and vision).

Section 15.  Disability

If the Village Manager becomes permanently disabled or is otherwise unable to
perform his duties because of sickness, accident, injury, medical incapacity or health for
twenty (20) working days over a thirty (30) working day period, the Village shall have
the option of terminating this Agreement, subject to the severance pay requirements of
this Agreement. The severance owed to the Village Manager pursuant to this Agreement

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shall be reduced by all disability benefits the Village Manager receives from disability
insurance.

Section 16. Retirement

The Village shall enter the Village Manager in the Florida Retirement System at
the compulsory Senior Management Level rate and agrees to contribute all applicable
employer mandated payments into such system on behalf of the Village Manager. The
employee mandated payments shall be automatically deducted from the Village
Manager’s paycheck by the Village.

Section 17. Life Insurance

The Village shall provide a term life insurance policy to the Manager in the
amount equal to one hundred percent (100%) of one (1) year’s salary, including all
increases in the base salary during the life of this Agreement. The Village Manager shall
designate the beneficiary of this policy.

Section 18.  Other Customary Benefits

The Village shall afford the Village Manager the right to participate in any other
benefits or working conditions as provided for the administrative and management
employees of the Village pursuant to the Village’s Personnel Rules and Regulations, as
amended from time to time.

Section 19. Indemnification

To the extent permitted by law and as limited by Section 768.28, Florida Statutes,
the Village shall defend, hold harmless and indemnify the Village Manager against any
tort, (not including intentional torts), professional liability claim or demand or other legal
action arising out of an alleged act or omission occurring in connection with the
performance of the Village Manager duties so long as the Village Manager is acting
within the scope of his employment. The Village shall present any and all claims,
demands or other legal actions to its insurance carrier.

Section 20. Bonding

The Village agrees to bear the full cost of any fidelity or other bonds as may be
required pursuant to the Village Charter.

Section 21.  Code of Ethics
Inasmuch as the Village Manager will be an active, full member of the

International City/County Management Association (ICMA), the "Code of Ethics"
promulgated by ICMA is incorporated herein and by this reference made a part hereof.
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Said "Code of Ethics" shall furnish principles to govern the Village Manager's conduct
and actions as Village Manager of the Village.

Section 22.  Days

Other than as specified in Section 13, any reference to “day” in this Agreement
shall mean calendar day.

Section 23. Other Terms and Conditions

A. If any provision, or any portion thereof, contained in this Agreement is
held to be unconstitutional, illegal, invalid or unenforceable, the remainder of this
Agreement, or portion thereof, shall not be affected and shall remain in full force and
effect.

B. The waiver by either party of a breach of any provision of this Agreement
by the other shall not operate or be construed as a waiver of any subsequent breach by
that party.

C. This Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the heirs
at law or personal representative of the Village Manager.

D. This Agreement contains the entire Agreement of the parties.

E. Florida law shall govern this Agreement and any litigation that may arise
from this Agreement shall be filed and litigated in the state and federal courts of Miami-
Dade County, Florida.

F. Upon Village Manager's death, the Village's obligations under this
Agreement shall terminate except for:

1. Transfer of ownership of retirement funds, if any, to his designated
beneficiaries;

2. Payment of accrued leave balances in accordance with this Agreement;

3. Payment of all outstanding hospitalization and medical bills in accordance
with Village's insurance policies or plans; and

4. Payment of all life insurance benefits in accordance with this Agreement

and the Village's insurance policies or plans.

G. The parties acknowledge that each has shared equally in the drafting and
preparation of this Agreement and accordingly, no court or administrative hearing officer
construing this Agreement shall construe it more strictly against one party than the other
and every covenant, term and provision of this Agreement shall be construed simply
according to its fair meaning.
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H. It is understood and agreed that this document incorporates and includes
all prior negotiations, correspondence, conversations, agreements, and/or understandings
applicable to the matters contained herein and that the parties agree that there are no
commitments, agreements, or understandings concerning the subject matter of this
Agreement that are not contained in this document. Accordingly, it is agreed that no
deviation from the terms hereof shall be predicated upon any prior representations or
agreements, whether oral or written.

L. No modification, amendment or alteration in the terms or conditions
contained herein shall be effective unless contained in a written document executed with
the same formality and with equal dignity herewith.

J. The rights and obligations herein granted are personal in nature and cannot
be transferred by the Village Manager.

Recommendation

The Commission needs to discuss the level of confidence in legal advice being provided
by Rebecca Rodriguez from the firm of GreyRobinson. We are contracted to the firm and
not directly to Rebecca. When interviewing for this account, GreyRobinson boasted a
“‘deep bench” of attorneys across areas of expertise, and | think it's time to request the
replacement of Rebecca Rodriguez with an attorney with expertise relevant to our needs.
If that attorney needs to travel farther to attend our meetings, GreyRobinson should
absorb those costs rather than passing them along to the village.

Background
On January 14, 2020, attorney Rebecca Rodriguez canceled the Commission Meeting,

citing the absence of the mayor as the reason for not having a quorum to call the meeting
to order, thereby also canceling the swearing-in of two new Commissioners. The attorney
had at least 4.5 hours from being notified of the mayor’s cancellation to determine that
the commissioners-elect could, in fact, be sworn in outside a public meeting. In fact, the
attorney determined just that on January 16, when she summoned the two
commissioners-elect to Village Hall to be sworn in outside of a public meeting. Had the
attorney provided that same legal advice on January 14, quorum would have been met
and the commission meeting would have taken place under the direction of the Vice
Mayor. Because of Rebecca’s legal advice, the Village lost one monthly commission
meeting that included a quasi-judicial variance hearing among other important matters (a
Charter-mandated mayoral election), not to mention causing unnecessary turmoil for a
village that had gathered together to celebrate a clean, positive election and the swearing-
in of two duly elected public officials.

Additionally, Rebecca filed a lawsuit against a sitting Commissioner claiming his
ineligibility to hold office. She filed that suit without the authorization of the Commission,
which is the sole judge of the qualifications of Commissioners, per Charter 2.05 (B) (3) a.

Commission) meeting with insufficient public notice.

2. Whether Manners and Village Clerk Roseann Prado (Prado) improperly impaired the release

of public records by charging excessive and unauthorized fees to certain requesters.

3. Whether Truppman exceeded her authority by firing a previous Village Manager without the

consent of the Village Commission.

4. Whether Truppman exceeded her authority by signing a contract for debris removal in the
immediate aftermath of Hurricane Trma in September 2017 without the approval of the Village

Commission.

Relevant ordinances:

Citizens Bill of Rights (7): Ne Unreasonable Postponements. No matter once
having been placed on a formal agenda by the County or any municipality shall be
postponed to another day except for good cause shown in the opinion of the County
Commission, the municipal council or other governmental entity or agency
conducting such meeting, and then only on condition that any person so requesting
is mailed adequate notice of the new date of any postponed meeting. Failure by an
individual to receive such notice shall not constitute mandatory grounds for
cancelling the hearing or rendering invalid any determination made at such hearing.

Citizens Bilt of Rights (3): Public Records. All andits, reports, minutes, documents
and other public records of the County and the municipalities and their boards,
agencies, departments and authorities shall be open for inspection at reasonable
times and places convenient to the public.

So far as the orderly conduct
of public business permits, any interested person has the right to appear before the
Commission or any municipal council or any County or municipal agency, board
or department for the presentation, adjustment or determination of an issue, request
or controversy within the jurisdiction of the governmental entity involved;
provided, nothing herein shall prohibit the Commission or any municipal council
from referring a matter to a committee of each of their respective bodies to conduct
a public hearing, unless prohibited by law. Matters shall be scheduled for the
convenience of the public, and the agenda shall be divided into approximate time
periods so that the public may know approximately when a matter will be heard.
Nothing herein shall prohibit any governmental entity or agency from imposing
reasonable time limits for the presentation of a matter.

Investigation:

Allegation No. 1:

A COE Investigator attended a meeting of the Biscayne Park Village Commission on May 7, 2019.
Residents speaking during the “Good and Welfare” portion of the agenda (that is, open comments
on any Village-related matter) expressed concern over several issues that were subsequently the
subject matter of this preliminary inquiry.

One topic of concetn was the last-minute cancellation of the March 5, 2019, scheduled
Commission meeting, which was held instead on March 19. During the March 19 meeting,
residents including Barbara Kuhl, Chuck Ross and MacDonald Kennedy were upset that no
explanations were publicly stated for the absences of Commissioners that led to the cancellation.
It apparently was common knowledge that Truppman could not attend, but explanations evidently
were not publicty forthcoming for the other four Commissioners.

The residents expressed concern as to why the meeting was canceled if only Truppman could not
attend. Rumors circulated about who canceled the meeting and why, including the explanation that
one or more Commissioners were told that a quorum could not be achieved, and so the meeting
needed to be rescheduled.



A note: Under typical Roberts Rules standards, the lack of a quorum is established by a quorum
roll call of the members present at the scheduled time of the meeting. If no quorum is present,
those members in attendance can conduct no official business except to postpone or cancel the
meeting.

Under the Village Charter, three Commissioners are needed to achieve a quorum.

It should be noted that a quasi-judicial hearing on a variance request had been scheduled for March
5 but was moved to March 19. Commissioners conceded during the March 19 meeting that the re-
advertisement of the item for the new meeting date wasn’t timely and could not be timely
advertised for the scheduled April meeting, causing additional expense to both the Village and the

variance requester.

In addition, the Village’s long-time attorney, John Hearn, had just changed law firms, and an
important first Commission discussion about whether to retain Hearn with his new firm or stay
with his old firm (and hence a new Village attorney) was anticipated to be held at the March 5
meeting which Truppman could not attend.

Interviews:

In the case of Biscayne Park’s March 5, 2019, meeting, Commission members were contacted by
Manager Manners and told in the hours before the scheduled meeting that it would not be held.
Investigation determined that the four Biscayne Park Commissioners other than Truppman all were
prepared and ready to attend the meeting until they received a call from Manners. Two
Commissioners, Jenny Johnson-Sardella and Betsy Wide, both resigned in late 2019.

B Commissioner Dan Samaria (Samaria) said Manners called him to say the meeting was
being postponed. Samaria said Manners wouldn’t tell him who among the Commissioners
wasn’t coming. Samaria later told the investigator that based on their public comments, it
was his understanding that Commissioners Willian Tudor (Tudor) and Jenny Johnson-
Sardella (Johnson-Sardella) could have attended.

B Johnson-Sardella told the investigator that Manners called her the day before or the day of
the meeting and told her “a Commissioner wasn’t going to be present,” and asked her for
other days of availability. Johnson-Sardella said Manners volunteered an alternative date.

Johnson-Sardella stated, “I was always available for that [March 5] meeting. [ was
intending to attend” and never requested cancellation. She described the call from Manners
as quick and said, “I wasn’t given any information why” the meeting was canceled.

At the April 2, 2019, Village Commission meeting, resident Jancy Anderson suggested
that it was the three women on the Commission who couldn’t make the March 5
Commission meeting. In response, Johnson-Sardella stated at that meeting, “All I can do
is speak for myself. I was reached out to that the meeting needed to be moved and I was
told the new date, I didn’t request any postponement.”

B Commissioner William Tudor told the investigator that he received a call from Manners
prior to the scheduled March meeting. Manners told Tudor “some Commissioners wouldn’t
be available, and we wouldn’t have a quorum.” Manners suggested a meeting date the



following week before settling on March 19, two weeks hence. “At the time,” Tudor said,
“I didn’t think much about it.”

Asked directly, Tudor said he was available to attend the March 5 meeting.

B Commissioner Betsy Wise said she was preparing to go to the meeting. She told the
investigator she was called by Manners who said he had spoken to other members, but also
had said that there were some items on the agenda for which his staff had not fully prepared
the background material, and so needed more time.

Wise described the manager and the staff as “quite closed-mouth” about why the meeting
was canceled. Wise was adamant that the meeting was postponed, not canceled, and offered
that observation as evidence that certain residents were mischaracterizing events.

Wise said the conversation was brief, on the order of 30 seconds, and that she didn’t recall
if Manners made reference to a quorum or lack of it.

B Truppman iold the interviewer that while she was, in fact, in town, she was unable to attend
the March 5 meeting and had notified Village Manager Manners of this. She informed
Manners that she would not be attending the meeting but denied instructing him to
reschedule it. She also added she did not hear that there would be a lack of a quorum.

It should be noted that at the April 2, 2019, Commission meeting during which the
Commission held a discussion about the proper way to cancel or postpone a meeting,
Truppman stated, “My issue is specifically, if there’s not going to be a quorum, do you
really need to come to a meeting?”

B Manners told the investigator, in general, that he could not recall precisely what he said to
each Commissioner regarding the meeting but did not deny making the calls to arrange for
a new date. He also affirmed that it was possible that after securing agreement from at least
two Commissioners to a new meeting date, he told the remaining Commissioners that the
meeting was being canceled for lack of a quorum.

During a follow-up call on January 3, 2020, with the investigator, Manners said that his
prime motivation for wanting to postpone the meeting was his concern that no permanent
Village Attorney would have been present following Hearn’s departure. Yet no
Commissioner reported having been given the possible absence of an attorney as a reason
provided to them by Manners. Wise was the only Commissioner who remembered Manners
making any reference to the Village staff.

Although certain residenis were suspicious that Truppman had instructed Manners to

cancel the meeting so that she could be present for the presentations by the attorneys vying
for the Village Attorney appointment, both Truppman and Manners denied this.

Allegation No. 2:

Tt should be noted that in Biscayne Park, the Village Clerk works for the Village Manager and is
not a charter officer.



Numerous residents have complained that the administrative staff of the Village has charged
inconsistent fees to fulfill public records requests. They point out that the Village’s general
practice prior to Truppman becoming mayor was not to charge at all for public records requests.

Chuck and Roxanna Ross — both former Village of Biscayne Park Commissioners — point to two
public records requests they submitted last year.

B On February 18, 2019, Roxanna Ross made a request for copies of “all communications
and documents provided to Commission to review in preparation for this meeting and in
preparation for the agenda item ‘decision on attorney.”” She also requested “all
communications (including records thereof) and related documents leading up to the
calling of the 2/12 meeting and preparation of the 2/12 agenda and backup.”

B On March 15, 2019, Chuck Ross made a request for “any and all Communications in
connection with the two workshops and the related staff meetings for the workshops that
were held on February 12 and the 26", 2019, to or from, the Manager, Clerk, any other
Staff, the Mayor and Commissioners, the Village Attorney. Please provide all documents
in electronic form such as a PDF.”

The invoice: Staff research — 2 hours $ 49.52
No charge for first 15 minutes staff time -6.19

IT service — average of 431 e-mails @PST _150.00

$193.33

The Rosses paid both invoices under protest, specifically on the question of the IT fee. Town
documents are warchoused by a Miami company called Next Level Systems. The IT fees represent
a charge from Next Level Systems for retrieving the sought-after information.

The Rosses have two specific complaints. First, they assert that the IT Service fee has been applied
arbitrarily. They offer as support the following invoice obtained through public records request,
given to another resident who they describe as a friend of Truppman’s:

B On November 2, 2018, requested copies of “all correspondence between two Biscayne
Park residents” and the Village Manager and each of the Village Commissioners from
September 13, 2018 through November 2, 20187

The invoice: Staff research — 1/2 hours $ 14.02
No charge for first 15 minutes staff time -6.19

Copies: 211 @ $0.15 each 31.65

$ 37.66




Point of note: No service fee was charged for this request. The Rosses uncovered invoice #1701
from Next Level Systems charging the Village $200 for this search, a charge that was not passed
on to the residents.

The Rosses note Village Resolution No. 2016-26, the most recent update of a “Schedule of fees
for services provided and regularly charged as specified by Village code.” The list does not include
“I'T Service” fees as a permissible charge.

The Rosses also point to an Advisory Legal Opinion AGO 2002-27 published by then-Florida
Attorney General Ashley Moody in a case involving the District School Board of Pasco County
which stated, in patt,

“Although the district may, for its convenience, contract with private companies to
provide information also obtainable through the district, it may not abdicate its duty
to produce such records for inspection and copying by requiring those secking
public records to do so only through its designee and then paying whatever fee that
company may establish for its services. The district is the custodian of its public
records and, upon request, must produce such records for inspection and copy such
records at the statutorily prescribed fee. [...] [A]n agency may not avoid its
responsibility under the Public Records Law by transferring custody to another
entity.”

Attorney Rodriguez, in response, pointed to Chapter 119.07 (4)(d) F.S.:

If the nature or volume of public records requested to be inspected or copied
pursuant to this subsection is such as to require exiensive use of information
technology resources or extensive clerical or supervisory assistance by personnel
of the agency involved, or both, the agency may charge, in addition fo the actual
cost of duplication, a special service charge, which shall be reasonable and shall
be based on the cost incurrved for such extensive use of information technology
resources or the labor cost of the personnel providing the service that is actually
incurred by the agency or attributable to the agency for the clerical and supervisory
assistance required, or both.

The examples above are contained herein only as examples of allegedly disparate treatment
provided by the Rosses and should not be regarded as an exhaustive or complete examination of
all public records requests during the time period considered by this investigator. This was not
done as enforcement of public records law ultimately rests with the State.

Allegation No. 3:

Various residents who spoke with the investigator raised the issue of the sudden and unexpected
absence of then-Village Manager Sharon Ragoonan from the March 7, 2017, Village Commission
meeting. Truppman told the assemblage that Ragoonan, who had only served as Village Manager
for eight months, had called her to request a conference shortly before that evening’s meeting,
whereupon she announced her resignation effective immediately. Numerous residents accused
Truppman of having “fired” Ragoonan, usurping the power of the full Commission to hire and fire
charter employees such as the Village Manager.



Interviews:

The investigator interviewed Ragoonan on August 26, 2019, at her current office with the City of
North Miami Beach. Ragoonan stated that she accepted the Biscayne Park job knowing that an
election was imminent and that she was “taking a chance.” Ragoonan stated that the “dynamics of
the Commission makeup changed” with the new election.

Ragoonan said she decided a protracted fight with the Commission over the issue risked tarnishing
her professional reputation and decided that resignation was the wisest course of action.

Some residents accused Truppman of “prohibiting” Ragoonan from attending the March 7, 2017,
meeting, but Ragoonan stated to the investigator, “It was totally my decision.”

Ragoonan affirmed that she resigned voluntarily and made the choice not to attend the March 7,
2017, meeting.

Allegation No. 4:

Certain residents complained that Truppman violated the Village Charter by signing a contract for
debris removal services in the immediate aftermath of Hurricane Irma, which strafed the region in
September 2017, causing considerable downed trees and other debris in Biscayne Park. The
allegation was that Truppman did not have the authority to sign such contracts on her own without
Commission approval, and that despite the post-hurricane conditions, the Commission could have
met in emergency session to authorize the contract.

During the October 3, 2017, meeting, the Commission met and unanimously ratified the signing
of the contract. The Fthics Commission does not enforce the Villages Charter,

Documents/Exhibit Review:

B Videos, agendas and minutes of Commission meetings from Fall 2017, and February 2019
through December 2019, obtained from the Village of Biscayne Park website.

B Copies of public records request invoices for Chuck and Roxanna Ross and Laura Graves,
and of Next Level Systems billing invoices to the Village, obtained from the Rosses.

B Copies of Biscayne Park Master Fee schedule approved as Resolution 2016-26, obtained
from the Rosses.

Conclusion:

After discussion with the Fthics Advocate it was determined that this matter would be closed with
no further action.

Regarding the first allegation, the evidence establishes that there were four elected officials
available to attend the March 5 meeting and that this would have satistied a quorum such that the
meeting could have been conducted.



Moreover, the evidence establishes that after Truppman advised Manners of her unavailability for
the meeting, he took it upon himself to contact the other clected officials and as a result of these
contacts the meeting was cancelled. The other four elected officials told investigators that they
were not told that only the Mayor was unavailable and that the other Jour elected officials were
available to conduct the meeting in her absence.

While the Mayor denies that she instructed Manners to cancel the meeting and Manners could not
definitively state why he took it upon himself to cancel the March 5 meeting, the end result of their
communication was that the meeting was cancelled and that Truppman was available to participate
in and chair the reset meeting.

While the sum total of the all the evidence may suggest that Manners was selective in the
information that he shared with each of the four available Commissioners so as to facilitate
Truppman’s availability for a reset meeting, the evidence is insufficient to conclude that Mayor
Truppman exploited her official position in any way. Similarly, the evidence is insufficient to
demonstrate that Manager Manners exploited his position.

We defer to the Biscayne Park Village Commission regarding what procedures it’s Manager
should follow when communicating the unavailability of elected officials to participate in
previously schedule Commission meetings.

Regarding the second allegation, the evidence is insufficient to show that the Village is engaging
in any disparate treatment of citizens regarding the fees for public records.

Regarding the third allegation, there is absolutely no evidence to substantiate the suspicion of some
residents that Mayor Truppman in any way abused her official position to “fire” the previous
Village Manager, Ms. Ragoonan.

Regarding the fourth allegation, no evidence was discovered that Mayor Truppman exploited her
official position with regard to the debris removal contract signing.
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
