· On Saturday, September 29, 2018, the Village of Biscayne Park reintroduced the Fun Run and Health Fitness Event.  Several residents, along with the Mayor and Village Manager, participated a pleasurable and enjoyable run and walk session from the Village Log Cabin to the Ed Burke Recreational Center.  Additionally, several vendors from nearby businesses were present to promote and participate in the event’s fitness expo.
