· On Friday, August 24, 2018, a report was written in reference to a trash can that was moved to the middle of the basketball court at the Ed Burke Recreational Center and set on fire.  Incident is still under investigation.

Although there were no sexual organs or nudity observed by the reporting person, police officers vigorously searched the area for the involved vehicle. A Watch Order and B.O.L.O. for the vehicle was initiated.  

· On Monday, August 27, 2018, the Village of Biscayne Park hosted a ceremony where Officers Dominguez and Carus were promoted to the rank of Corporal.  Additionally, Officer Sandy Roman was sworn in as a Reserve Police Officer. 

· On Monday, August 27, 2018, A meeting with Congresswoman Frederica Wilson and staff was held regarding concerns pertaining to indicted officers.

· On Wednesday, August 29, 2018, a report was written concerning a minor car crash at 121 Street and Griffing Blvd.  One of the drivers was cited for causing the crash.

· On Wednesday, August 29, 2018, a phone conference was held with F.B.I. officials in order to discuss future Civil Rights Training.

· On Thursday, August 30, 2018, a report was written reference two vehicles that were burglarized from in front of a residence.  There were no signs of forced entry or damage to the vehicles.  Vehicles were ransacked by the assailant and a pair of prescription sunglasses was taken.
