Mayor and Commissioners: 
 
Thank you to all of the volunteers, residents and staff who made Halloween a safe and 
successful night in the Village!   
 
Following is an update of items underway this week in the Village.   
 

 Hurricane Irma Recovery:   
 
The shredding of debris is continuing.   Grubbs is still having difficulty finding 
trucks to haul the mulch to the dump.  Our contract price is considerably less than 
what is being paid locally for debris hauling and Grubbs has not found trucks to 
work for this price.  I have reached out to FEMA regarding the pricing issue to 
make certain we will be reimbursed if we increase our price to a competitive rate 
for hauling.  FEMA responded that we would only be reimbursed for the 
contracted price.  We are gathering information to appeal this with FEMA in order 
to get the mulch removed to a DEP approved site in Pompano.  In preparation for 
median repairs, several loads of topsoil were delivered. 
 
NO DEBRIS IS ALLOWED IN MEDIANS GOING FORWARD.  PLEASE REPORT ANY 
LANDSCAPERS OR OTHERS DUMPING OR DEPOSITING TRASH/DEBRIS TO THE 
VILLAGE.  
 
Our thanks to all of the residents for working with us during this time of recovery 
and enduring the noise and dust created by this debris.   Please be extraordinarily 
cautious around these debris piles with anything that could generate a spark.   

 

 Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR): 
Contract negotiations with Alberni Caballero & Fierman LLP are complete and the 
contract signed.  AC&F will send an engagement letter and preliminary work will 
begin as soon as possible on the 2016 CAFR.  When the 2016 CAFR is complete, 
work will begin on the 2017 CAFR.
